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LASSEN TO' GELEBRATE
RDVENT OF RAILAOAD

Rails of Fernley Northern
Will Be Laid to Susan-

ville by June 1

Fred C. Sefton, edifor of the Lassen
Mail, a paper published at Susanville,
the county seat of Lassen cpunty, is
in San TFrancisco arranging for the
publication of a special edition of his
paper in honor of the completion of
the Fernley Northern rallroad, a branch
of the Southern Paciflc, which has been
building from the main line at Fernley,
Nev,, to the Walker timber holdings,
about 25 miles north of Susanville.

The citizens of Lassen county have

arranged for a celebration at Susan-
ville in the near future which will be
known as Railroad day. No specific
date has been set, as it is not possible
lt this time to announce the day on
whlch the road will be completed, but
the railroad authorities have stated
that the rails will be laid to Susan-
ville by the first of June, if not sooner.

Mr. Sefton said last night:

“At the present time more than 60
Imlles of railroad has been constructed,
out of a total of 106 miles. The rails
were 19 miles from Amedee last Mon-
day, and were approaching that place
at the rate of three mliles a day.

“The stretch from Amedee to Susan-
ville is 26.8 miles, but it presents more
difficulties than the run into Amedee.
However, these are not great enough to
delay the arrival of the road to any
great extent.

“The Red River TLumber conmpahy,
which owns about 1,000,000 acres of
timber in the'vicinity of Susanvile, has
a temporary mill sawing lumber which
will be used in the consatruction of a
new town and also for the largest mill
on the Pacific coast. This mill will have
& capacity of more than 500,000 feet of
lumber a day, all of which will be
ehipped to eastern markets,

“The Fernley Northern railroad will
tap this immense timber belt and the
lumber company itself is building a
road 12 miles long which will be used
as a feeder.
ployed by the Red River Lumber com-
pany at the present time, but as soon|
as the additional labor can be ob- |
tained and the railroad is completed
to the holdings of the company it is
stated that more than 3,000 men will
be placed at work.”

The country in and around Susan-
ville is settling up rapidly and it 1is
predicted by Mr. Sefton that within
the next year the population of that
section will be more than trebled.
