Under the Referendum

Petition Plan

SANTA BARBARA, March 28.?An
anti-saloon election, which has been
threatening for more than a year, is
finally on the'boards. It will probably
be held within the next two months.
With the aid of the women voters, the
"antis" have hopes of eradicating the
saloons.

The movement was started within the
churches and more than a sufficient
number of signatures to the referendum
petition have been secured and sub-
mitted to the city council.

Santa Barbara held its last saloon
election three years ago, when the old
order of things was maintained. Since
the franchise was granted the women
the church people have believed the
chances for abolishing the saloon were
improved.

All that Is. however, problematical, as
the movement is not countenanced by
all the business men. The city is at
present undergoing an Interesting , per-
iod. There is a great amount of pu>b-

llc work under construction and with
6igns of general betterment, the first
of importance in years. Some fear the
election might have a disturbing effect
with the closing: of more than twenty
places.

The liquor question will be presented

in four separate propositions: the se-
loons, restaurants, wholesale liquor
houses and hotels. To deprive the Pot-
ter and Arlington hotels of liquor
rights, it is feared by the conserva-
tives, would affect the tourist traffic.

With this movement under way there
are excellent rhances o< other matters
also being submitted. There is a desire
to rome under the operations of the
public utilities act, for the special pur-
pose of having the gas rate problem
solved. A. retaining wall at the ocean
boulevard is one need, also a right of
way to the state normal school. Each
could be cared for by special tax levy.

The saloon flght, however, promises

to b< bitter. The saloon men are well
organized and it is understood their
campaign slogan wiil be, 'ieave well
enough alone." The city is very pros-
perous with only an ocasional "drunk"
arrested.

relevant way of dealing with the prob-
lems of the times ?for the arch infidel
was never taken seriously by lovers
of men.

"The new fighting: goes on behind
ramparts with the use of disappearing
guns. The old irrfidel boldly?and
profitably dragged his gun across the
field In front of the believers to draw
their fire?he always succeeded in doing
it. But this antagonist has no true
successors. H\u03b2 has become a memory.
Lectures on selected topics of Infidelity
do not draw respectable audiences even
when the handbills are featured with
the promise In large type, 'No Colleo-
tione.' Infidelity as a paying invest-
ment is not listed on the etock ex-
change of men's best hopes ,."

Then there is another type of Infidel
who is being: missed:

"He is the aggressive and often
blatant neighbor who used to boast of
hie lack of faith?which he always
Identified with believing what is not
so?and which he emphasised by a
seriee of inane profanities ,. To rtie
pious he was always a baffling problem.
He was an object of solicitude when-
ever a special meeting broke out In

\u25a0 the neighborhood; often he would be
prayed for publicly, with the Inevitable
growth of his already swollen self-
conceit when he heard of It.

The Rmrd Held by Fee, O\u03b2 Per Ce»t
of \Vho«e Population Is That Clww

Morocco possesses a city, F\u03b2* by

name. In which the great majority of
women are divorced. The population
of this city, according to recent figure*,

reached about 150,000. The adult pop-

ulation I\u03b2 estimated at 48,000. »? per

cent of whom are women who have ,
been divorced from their husbands for
no other reason than that those hus-
bands could no longer afford to keep

them, save the Montreal Standard.
The supreme ease with which an

Arab can divorce a wife renders toe
existence of such a city possible. The
Moorish law knows only one indissolu-
ble marriagre?that performed by the
reigning sultan, who. as the lineal de-
scendant of Mahomet, is also heredi-
tary high priest.

Fez is a city of commercial adven-
turers and filibusters. Situated on the
great caravansary routes from Algeria,
Tripoli and the eastern Sudan, it I\u03b2 a
convenient rendezvous for merchants
returning to Morocco with small for-
tunes gathered by speculation In a
minimum of time. Slave dealers ?for
they still thrive?are fully aware of
tills, and, alive to financial dealings,
congregate at Fez from all parts of
northern Africa, making it a consid-
erable center for a large trafficin girls.
The average price for a female, ac-
cording to her qualification of beauty
form, ranges in the average from $50
to 1250.

In order that the deal may bear the
Impress of a purely matrimonial bar-
gain, a wedding ceremony takes place
in due form, and the merchant, gen-
erally young and ardent, finds htmself
at the end of the legal three days
which must elapse between the con-
tract of the marriage and the nuptials
the possessor of a wife, or indeed, per-
haps a dozen, according as his nuans
will allow.

Should his exchequer permit, he will
Install them in sumptuous quarters,
where, so long as his means hold out,
he maintains a continuous state of fes-
tivity and pleasure, In which his
spouses join.

The
law forbids them, under penalties of
serviture and degradation, from taking
another husband.

Some of them may have saved euffi-
clent from the apolls to act up modest
establishments of their own; others
seek the protection of an influential
kaid who Is well disposed; many of
them take to the ruff making industry,
most of them, however, become women
of the type of the- Greek hetirae and
are distinguished In public from their
more serious sisters by wearing a large
tiara, gilt and studded. They have been

described as among the most beautiful
women of the world.

The traditional method of woofng the
good graces of a divorced woman is to
present her with a eugar loaf, the
Moor being extremely fond of sweet-
meats. It is no unusual eight at even-
tide to see a Moorish gallant slinking
along the walla of the city with an
enormous sugar loaf under hie burnous
or robe. Sometimes, l»owever, the serv-
ices of the slave are requisitioned tocarry the sweet offering.
