PAY CHECK SYSTEM
BLAMIED FOR THEFT

Embezzlement of $1,506.50
Raises Question of Relia-
bility of Methods"

.

The embezzlement of $1,606.50 in pay

checks by James G. Wallace, head
timekeeper in the board of public
works until last Saturday, when his

defalcation was discovered and he con-
fessed, has led to considerable dis-
cussion by city officials ag to whether

the new pay'check system made the
theft pussible.
Auditor Boyle and Treasurer Mec-

Dougald hold the opinion that the sys-
tem is loose and unreliable, .while
President Judell of the board of works,
City Bookkeeper Leonard S, Levy and
Secretary Maher of the civil service
commission declare that the system is
the best ever used and that the em-
bezzlement would be possible under
any method.

Wallace, who recelved immunity
when his father, Willlam Wallace of
Omaha, made good the peculation, be-
gan his operations in January. Among
other warrants he had charge of those
of seven men working for the city
in the Hetch Hetchy valley.

The men being absent from the city
with liftle prospect of their immediate
return, Wallace signed their names to
the salary warrants and after adding
his own indorsement collected the
money from the city treasurer.

These forgeries were not discovered
until one of the Hetch Hetchy engin-
eers returned unexpectedly to this city
and applied to Bookkeeper Levy for his
salary warrant. Levy then found what
Wallace had been doing and obtained
from him a confession, the latter stat-
ing that he had been gambling on horse
races. Wallace said no woman was in*
the case,

Commissioners Judell and Fraser of
the board of works, Secretary Church.
ill, Auditer Bovle and Levy then held
a conference with Wallace, with the re-
sult that it was determined not to pros-
ecute him or make the theft public.

Wallace wired to his father at Oma-
ha, who straightway sent an order on
a local bank for $1,506.50, the amount
of the embezzlement. This was paid
into the city treasury, so that the seven
engineers will get their money.

Mr. Judell stated yesterday that he
procured legal advice before it was de-
cided to allow the money to be paid
back. The fact that Wallace is a young
married man and that his previous
record was excellent prompted the of-
ficial to look upon what Judell termed
the “human side” of the case and allow
him to resign without fear of arrest or
prosecution.
