WASHINGTON, April 2.—The inves-
tigation by Commissioner Harlan of the
interstate commerca commission into
the practice of Colerado railroads of
giving free transpertation, has brought
sensational results. Criminal indig%

ments of large shippers and the offena-
ing carriers have been returned.

Commissioner Harlan persenally con-
ducted an investigation, and “developed
violations of the law on an extraordl-
nary scale.” '

Mr, Harlan says “in one month over
a single railroad 7,000 trips were made
on passes, Not only shippers who
controlled routing of traffic in any ap-
preciable quantity were favored at all
times, but even public officials, eare-
less alike ef duty, merals and danger,
accepted, even demanded, these favors
of the carriers.

“The record shows that judges, state
officials, memhers of the legislature,
eity and eounty officials, inclhipding
mayvers and aldermen, have made gen-
eral use of passes. Not enly this, but
the record shows that where passes
were not volunteered they were asked
for by public officials.

“Even judges have not hesitated to
pursue this course. JFPersonal requests
by judges for passes are disclosed, ac-
companied by expressions of their gensu
of obligation for sueh favors granted
before and after they went on thu
bench.

“All classes joined in the orgies of
petty graft, at once sacrificing rightful
revenues, discriminating against ai:
small shippers and demoralizing all
public officlals, including, the legisla-
ture and the bench.” : :

Commissioner Harlan says the Colo-
rado carriers have given assurance that
they will conform their future prac-
tices to the rulings of the commission
in pass matters. The report does not
disclese what further steps may be
taken, but a final report is promised to
make clear the views of the cemmis-
sion.

{ Further opening of the Ogden gate
way has just been arranged by the
Southern Pacific in eonnection with the
inauguration of the new limited pas-
senger service hetween this city and
Chicage.
