
STEAMER LOSES
MAST IN STORM;
SENDS S.O.S. CALL

Speedwell, Battered in Gale
Off Coquille River, Is Out

200,000 Feet of Lumber
and Part of Wireless

P. O. S. calls were sent out by the
eteamer Speedwell, Coos bay, to San
Francisco, about 6 o'clock Saturday
night. Fears are entertained for 44
passengers and the crew, as nothing
was heard of the vessel yesterday.

Captain Cousins of the steamer Gov-
ernor, which arrived here about 0

?'etoek last night, six hours overdue,
from Seattle, said that lie stood by the
disabled steamer off the Ooquille river
for a time, but finally received a mes-
sage which said that the vessel would
weather the storm, and was in no
danger.

Feeble wireless messages flashed to

the operator of the Governor and to
Cape Blanco, explained that the Speed-
well had lost her main mast and rig-
ping: in the early part of the south-
west gale which was blowing up the
roast.

200.0*0 FEET OF MMBER LOST
The deckload of 200,000 feet of pine

\u25a0 lso was gone, as well as the port
blade. But a single antennae of the
tireless outfit remained, and the op-

erator was making a brave effort to
have his messages carry to stations
along the coast and to the Governor.
It is believed this last wire has
snapped also.

Captain Cousins, a few minutes liter
his vessel had warped Into the dock,
explained to William J. Clarkson, rep-

resenting Kstabrook & Co., the man-
aging owners of the Speedwell, that
he had every reason to believe the
vessel was in little danger.

"We* received three S. O. S. calls,"
?aid Captain Cousins, "and a request
to stand by. I will call the wireless
operator and let him give the men-
sages."

The wireless operator explained that
when he first answered the calls the

\u25a0 operator at Cape Blanco "came in" and
said lie would take care of the Speed-
veil. Soon afterward the engine which
provides the electricity for the wire-
less outfit at Cape Blanco broke down
and the Governor again was asked to
take the Speedwell's calls.
(-OVERNOR IS RELEASED

In the next messages Captain Rosen-
blad asked Captain Cousins to stand
by until he ascertained the extent ut
the damage his vessel had suffered. A
few hours later fthe vessels were fully
60 miles apart» the Speedwell's skip-
per sent a flash to the effect that his
vessel was in no danger, and that he
was working in towards the coastline.

"She seemed to be making good tim»
the last we heard from her," said Cap-
tain Cousins, "and we were told our
.services were not required. If there
had been any further appeal, of com?.
I should have turned about and rushed
to her aid."

From one of the wireless stations
along the coast Mr. t''larkson of the
Kstabrook company received messages

which said the Speedwell had lost her
port blade (It is a twin screw retaelT,
was losing ber decft load, and that the
main mast and rigging, had been cut
away.

The Speedwell left Coos bay for San
Francisco about 11 o'clock Saturday
morning.

"Wli«n last I heard from the Speed-
wll she was- being headed into the
wind." . said Captain Cousins. "For-
tunately the wind had \ eered around to
th« north and this gave Captain Ro-
senblad an opportunity to adjust his
detitE load or \u25a0what was left of it."

The Governor was rolled about a
K"od bit but suffered no damage in
tlie BtornL

Society Holds Jubilee

Council of St. Vincent
de Paul Observes

2 5th Anniversary

Twenty-five years of charitable en-
ideavor among the poor were recalled

yesterday morning in the silver jubilee

celebration of the Particular council of
San Francisco of the Society of St.

Vincent de Paul held at the St.
Frauds technical school and convent.
Geary and Gough streets. Archbishop
P. AY. Riordan. who organized the local
branch in 1888, and John M. Burnett,
Who has been its president since the
second year of ivs existence, were the
!loading figures of interest.

Mass was celebrated by ll»« area-
bishop at I o'clock in th« chape) of the j
Ischool, and the members (it the council j
went to communion In a bod,.

Breakfast served In the dining hall
of the. school followed, and the busi-
ness meeting was then held. Arch-
bishop Kiordan made an address, and
also presented a handsomely bound set
of three volumes of "The Life of
Christ" to Mr. Burnett on behalf «.f
the council.

< Ol\«-IDKM X IX DATES
The meeting date also coincided this

year with the date of the feast of the
translation of the relics of St. Vincent
de Paul. Frederick Oxanam founded
the order in Paris in Is:JS.

Archbishop Riordan in hie address
spoke of the duties of the people to-

ward the poor and the benefits derived
tn a spiritual sense from administer-
ing charity.

"It is beneficial as well to those who
contribute as to those who receive it,"
he said. "Vincentians do charitable
work for the good of their souls as
well as to help the poor." He referred
to the growth, of the council during
23 years and the progress it made
since he had first called together a
number of laymen in April, ISBB.

President Burnett expressed the
gratitude of the society to the arch-
bishop for starting the council and for
the aid he had given it since by his
approval and active support. Next to

the obligations owed to Frederick Oza-
nam for founding the parent society,
lie said, the members owed obligation
to the archbishop.

LARGE SI >! SI'EV-r FOR CHARITY
Although the records of the society

were destroyed in the fife of 1906, Mr.
Burnett estimated that about $250,000
had been spent by the council in work
among the poor.

General Secretary D. M. Fitzgerald
read a general report for the council,
L. M. Carroll reported for the relief
home visiting committee and J. W.
Flynn spoke of the work of the relief
home chapel committee. The St. Fran-
cis Technical Choral society cloeed the
meeting witli a rendition of "Te Deum."
