PROMISE OF MARRMGE

An unfulfilled promise of marrlage
figured in the bankruptcy proceedings

Harrington testi-
fied that the bid on the concrete work
was ‘“a fake” and that thq profits on
the work was divided among those on
the inside.

PRESIDENT ASKS
CHINGE IN BILL
AFFECTING JAPAN

Recommends to California
Senator and Representa-
tive Amendment in
Wording

—

(Special Dispateh to The Call)

WASHINGTON, April T7.—President
Wilson today jook a hand in the sit-
uation relating to the Japanese alien
land eontroversy now pending In the
California jegislature.

He sent for Senator Works and Rep-
resentative IXent and explained to them
that while he recognized the right of
California to régulate its own affairs,
he felt that the present situation was
exce;dln‘l) delicate and expressed the
wish that word be conveyed to the
leaders in the legislature that interna-
tional complications would be ayoided

if the new law were worded so that It
would deny fand owners' privileges to

taken out their first papers of citizen-
ship.”

WOULD AVOID AFFRONT TO JAPAN

This, the president said to Senator
Works and Representative Kent, would
prevent any direct affront to-Japan,
and vet would achieve exactly the
same end as is sought in California.
By barring Japan a definite éiscourtesy
would berpaid that nation, the presi-
dent thought.

The president made it perfectly plainy
that he did not intend to adopt a “big
stick” method in dealing with' the
present situation..

He recognized the'right of Californla
to regulate its own affairs, and wished
to avoid any chance of irterfering un-
less it becomes absolutely necessary.
While neither Senator Works nor Rgp-
resentative Kent would discuss the
situation, it became known that they
were asked to convey the president’s
ideas to the proper -officials in Cali-
fornia. And it is believed they agreed
to do so.

SOUGHT OFFICIAL CHANNEL

The president, it appears, preferred
to convey his wishes through an official
channel rather than to put himself jn
the position of sending any direct re-
quest to California.

It was said that both Senator “’orksl
and Representative Kent discussed the |
situatioge very freely with the presi-
dent and were convinced that he did not
wish to interfere with the rights of

the stiate. He merely desired that the
matter be handled in a diplomatic
manner,

to take what the south is willing to
give him in the way of ‘grandfather
and other laws, but the Japanese, who
are crowding out white farmers in
California, are backed up by a warlike
nation to which a former national ad-
ministration has seen fit to kowtow.

“This bill will undoubtedly be pagsed
almost undnimously, the governor has
not been heard to say that he will not
sign it #ad we hope that the national
government will back us up.”
