
ONLY HOPE FOR ADEQUATE TRANSPORTATION
United Railroads Said to Be in Poor Financial Condition

Bl J. ARNOLD
MAKES PROPOSAL

TO SUPERVISORS
Expert Submits Figures

Showing How San Fran-
ciscans May Acquire

Streetcar System

A filaii whereby the city can ulti-
mately own. without direct expenditure,

the transportation lines in the city is
proposed by Bion J. Arnold, the trans-
portation expert, in the first section
of his final report to the board of su-
pervisors.

The proposition advanced by Mr. Ar-
nold Is made In view of the precarious
financial condition of the United Rail-
roads. He declares that San Fran-.ciscos only hope for adequate trans-
portation facilities lies in the adoption
of the co-operate franchise agreement
similar to the Chicago plan, by which
the city shall automatically acquire
tb« system, without expense, in 28
years.

The Immediate passage of a charter
amendment providing for the granting
of indeterminate franchises, similar to
the recently defeated amendment No.
34. is the first essential to the resettle-
ment plan. The plan is a modification
of Chicago plan, and provides that
franchises shall be indeterminate up to
a limit of 20 years, with a possible ex-
trntion to 40 years If the city does not
then elect to pun'iia.'e.

Granting of indeterminate franchises 'are on the agreement that the city shall
participate with the company in the
residual profits, the city's share being
55 per cent and the company's share 45
pr>r ipiil. Labor also shares in the
profit;, receiving 36 per cent of the
Strops, the difference between the fixed
wages to be distributed in the form of]
a benefit fund insuring employes and
also in the form of a bonus and merit
system.

DETAILS OF PI, \ V
To laymen the plan is involved. Sim-

ply explained it is accomplished as fol-
lows:

First, the city, by conference with
the railroad, fixes an absolute and
binding appraisal of the company's
properties.

With the indeterminate franchise
rharter amendment passed the com-
pany is granted indeterminate fran-
chises for extensions.

The city appoints a committee to su-
pervise the financial operations of the
roads.

Five pej cent of the gross revenue
goes to the capital; 30 per cent goes to
labor, and about 30 per cent to operat-
ing expenses. Then the net revenue
will be distributed 55 per cent to the
city and 45 per cent to the company.

The city's annual i>s per cent of the
net revenue shall accumulate or be
'nvester! in the bonds of the company,
returning i> per cent interest.

In 28 years the city's share will have
reached a figure equal to the propor-
tioned increase purchase price of the
road and the city may then take over
the system without having incurred
any expense.

Or If the city determines to purchase
the road prior to the expiration of 28
years the basically fixed appraisal
stands, and by bond issue adding to
the accumulated share of profits the
city may purchase the road at any
time.

To emphasize the necessity of the
city adopting this plan Arnold points
to the present condition of the United
Railroads. He shows that the company
has short term franchises by which
two-thirds the mileage of the system
will expire in 17 years, that the net
residual income is only sufficient for
dividends, that the future earning ca-
pacity of the property with its re-
quired extensions will probably fall
short of retiring the present unfunded
debts at maturities, and that the only
"out

,,
for the company is to "earn the

road out." leaving it in such a condi-
tion In 17 years that it will be a bur-
den for the city to assume.

The plan is described as an improve-4
ment of the Chicago plan in eight
points, in that it grants labor a bonus
instead of a participating share, grants
the city a share of* 55 per cent, per-
mits the company to amortize the in-
tangible value, guarantees th*> com-
pany's bonds, allows the city share to
be disposed of at a proper rate of in-
terest, improves service by supervision
of a municipal utility bureau, allows
definite remuneration for depreciation
and maintenance and permits adequate
extensions.
MR. AR.YOI-irS OITLINE

Mr. Arnold's outline of the t ity's
plan of procedure for the improvement
of transportation facilities is as fol-
lows:

I?lmmediate resubmiesion of charter
amendment No. 34, or equivalent a* aa

-?Resubmission of public service j
commission amendment 6 or equivalent i
with provision for automatic expansion ]
of the commission's activities to cover !
ultimately all utilities.

4?General franchise ordinance for-
mulated expressing policy of city to
both new and resettlement franchises.

ter amendment N\u03b2. 34 may be. put in j
effect immediately upon its enactment.

6?Appraisal of property of United
Railroads.

I?Formulation by resolution or
order of a plan for the guidance of thf
Vnited Railroads in the execution of
beneficial improvements herein with
respect to routing, service and equip-
ment and determine in conectlon
therewith a definite program of re-
babilitatlon and the accounting methods
by which expenditures ehould be segre-
gated between income and capital ac-
count.".

9?Determine policy of clearing
of all unused franchises and

with possible exchangee in minor sec-
tions of present franchises and addi-
tions thereto which may be necessary
to o*rry out evident improvements in
roufjng indicated in report.

13?The city plan commission recently
provided for by charter amendment
should devise way* and means for se-
curing- promptly the more important
improvements in city plan herein sug-
gested.

avenue Jointly with the Southern Pa-
cific railroad as a new artery of travel
from the Mission for rapid transit, sur-
face railway, and vehicle transporta-
tion: this to form an essential require-
ment of a regrant franchise for the
Valencia branch.
CONDITIONS EXISTING

In discussing: the necessity of the re-
settlement plan with the United Rail-

roads Mr. Arnold outlines the condi-
tions fronting the city as follows:

"By reason of the pressing: water
luestion. the purchasing power of the
?ity is entirely inadequate under the
present basis of bonding to cover a
possible purchase of the physical prop-
>rty of the existing- railways.

?'The city has established the nucleus
>f a municipal railway system, but haa
iot the bonding power to extend or
levelop an adequate system through-

rat the entire city, if such should be
leemed desirable or necessary. The
>ity is not receiving a sufficient share
n Income from railway operations at
jresent to enable It to carry out the
extensions which the company has not
arried out. This income now amounts
o nearly 6 per cent, of which the city

?ets less than 1 per cent, while 4 per
em uoes to the state.
"I have attempted to show that only

hrough a resettlement will the city he
ible. in all probability, to extricate
tself from the imbarrassment of in-
idequate purchasing power which limits
ts ability to expand its traction sys-
em and the company from the curtail-
nent of its earnings due to expiring
'ranchises. By means of this indeter-
ninate. profit sharing franchise the
hree great essentials will be secured:

"I?Continuous, adequate equipment
tnd service.

?«2?Extensions as required.
"3?Ultimate municipal ownership.
"I see no danger to the city of San

in such a co-operative meas-
jre if carried out through a proper
idministrative body, and I believe that
iuch a measure would represent the
greatest step that has yet been taken
n the solution of municipal transpor-

tation problems. I therefore most
urgently recommend the resubmission
of the necessary charter amendment
and the negotiation of a resettlement
franchise.

?"And, finally, 1 desire to state that
the longer the citizens of San Francisco
delay meeting this situation squarely,
with sound business judgment, the
more crucial will become the chaos into
which the city is drifting in its utility
affairs. The 10 years' traction war in
Chicago and its solution in the form of
the resettlement ordinances in 1907 Is
a striking example for every munici-
pality confronted with these municipal
problems." ?
PECULIAR SITUATION

Among the revelations in Mr. Ar-
nold's exhaustive report on local trans-
portation conditions are the following:

"San Francisco reveals the peculiar
situation that, although the greater
portion of its area could be reached
within 30 minutes by improved meth-
ods of transportation, yet at the pres-
ent time only about half of its area
has been developed. This is all the
more astonishing when it is considered
that none of the transbay commuters
are able to reach land within 30 min-
utes from the business center of San
Francisco (Third and Market streets),
20 or 30 minutes additional being re-
quired for these commuters to reach
their homes in Oakland, Alameda,
Berkeley and the Marin county subur-
ban towns.
? The present franchise system in
San Francisco is extremely complicated
by overlapping grants, by noncon-
formity of franchise conditions, by lack
of officials, cancellation of portions of
unused franchisee, etc. An attempt
might well be made at this time to
clarify the franchise situation and re-
lieve the city streets of present ques-
tionable encumbrances by a new
blanket agreement in the form of a co-
operative contract franchise.

?Charter provisions and the under-
lying theory with respect to private
capital will have to be modified, or
else it is incumbent upon the city to

buy its utilities at once at a consider-
able premium. It can not force private
capital to invest under conditions con-
sidered unprofitable.

"The question of a sane, reasonable
and workable franchise agreement be-
tween the city and the Tniied Rail-
roads is the first great matter to be
settled, to which all others are subord-
inate, and no time should be lost in
formulating such a plan. Conditions
exist today as they are, without refer-
ence to the past, and a solution must
be found for today and tomorrow,
rather than yesterday.

"With sane regulation and the recog-
nition of the rights of private capital
it will be possible for the city to de-
velop along logical lines, both its mu-
nicipal and Its private systems, with
a certainty of ultimate unification. One
of the first requisites is for the mu-
nicipal legislative body to create and
maintain a commission of technically
trained men to carry out this highly
technical business and relieve the leg-
islative body from the consideration of
the innumerable details of such busi-
ness.

"In the extension of track mileage
San Francisco is at least six years be-
hind the necessities of the growth In
population. Trackage should extend
as fast as the population, if not faster.
The present necessities for track ex-
tensions require about 15 miles per
year up to 1920.

"Under the present bond limit, there-
fore, the cityrs ability to purchase or
build is becoming more and more in-
adequate, thus requiring a progressive
refunding basis. If the city of San
Francieco declines to accept the as-
sistance of private capital in financing
its utilities, both for the present and
the future, the conclusion can not be
evaded that a revision of the bond
limit must be secured immediately in
order to provide the capital necessary
for preserving the normal rate of
growth of the city.

"While no study of transit facilities
would be complete without some esti-
mate of the needs and possibilities of
rapid transit by subway or elevated, it
is believed that it is still too early to
contemplate the building of a compre-
hensive subway system for San Fran-
cisco owing to the comparative ab-
sence of very long hauls, and especially
if the tunnel and other transit im-
provement projects are carried out.

"These projects will be very likely
to develop In the following chron-
ological order: ?

?'l?Car nnd traffic tunnele for the
Western Addition.

"3?Market Mtreet extesloa rapid,
transit tunnel under Twin peaks for
suburban nnd interurban service.

"3? Mission street tunnel from Mnr.
ket street extension to Pope valley
and upper Sunset iv be built on two
levels if as to connect with future
Market street nub-ways.

"4?Electrixatlon of present railroad
outlet through Mission for both city
and suburban rapid transit system.

"5? Market street subway, connect-
ing wtth the Twin peaks tunnel; <a>
southern branch through the Mission
connecting Into Bernal cut with the
suburban electrlxation; i r> i East Rich-
mond branch, preferable following Mc-
Allister street or Golden i.ntr avenue
and touching' <!?«? park.

"Additional branches will then follow

in due course?into West Richmond
and the Western Addition by Point L*>-
bos avenue to the west, and by Divlsa-
d,ero street to the north, with possibly
a downtown crosstown line via Third.
Kearny and Columbus avenue through
Fort Mason tunnel into Harbor View.
This Richmond branch can reach Point
Lobos avenue from Golden Gate ave-
nue by a diagonal, deep level cut
across what is now Laurel Hill ceme-
tery, and similar use may possibly be
made of Jefferson square and Alamo
square. For the latter, the combined
traffic-transit tunnel as designed for
the Mission-Sunset tunnel is appro-
priate.

"Of these subways, the Market street
trunk and Mission branch will prob-
ably become the first necessity, and if
the city decides to build the Twin
peaks tunnel now as far as
street, the remaining subway construc-
tion will undoubtedly be hastened."
