Nippon Maru Is Delayed by
Head ?

Sunrise today will find the barge of-
fice crowded with quarantine, customs
and immigration officers, all prepared
for a busy morning. The Japanese
liner Nippon Man!, which was expected
yesterday afternoon, was delayed \u25a0by
head winds and did not put in an ap-
pearance until too late to pass quar-
antine. The Pacific Mail liner Peru,
from Panama and way ports, and the
liner Pennsylvania, from ;Panama dl-rect, are both due at sunlight.

On each of the vessels is ,a large
number of passengers. The Pennsyl-
vania. having a bill of health from
San Pedro, will be spared Iquarantine
inspection, but the Peru and the Nip-
pon will both be boarded by the fed-
eral doctors. . ...:.

The Peru, it is believed, has a large
number of Americans on board who
were compelled or deemed it expedient
to leave Mexico on account of the un-
settled conditions still prevailing- in
the southern republic. The Peru's lastport of call was San-Bias. .

The Nippon has on board a large
number of passengers and a valuablecargo, which includes a shipment of
raw Bilk. The Nippon, judging by the
wireless messages received from Gap-
tain Stevens, has encountered head
winds nearly all the way from Hono-
lulu.

Harbor Com mission Meets |
The state board of harbor -'commis-

sioners yesterday gave the Associated
Oil company permission to construct
five steel tanks in the vicinity of Six-

tank will hold 1,000 barrels of thefluid. The tanks will be placed under-

from danger of explosion.
