When the curtain of night falls upon
Paris it brings, into being a new and a
wonderful world. By day Paris is
not so different from other capitals
of Europe; ;the crowds rush and 4 min-
gle: in 'the streets, the sun shines upon
a million ; busy workers.

You
may be dining 'at* Les Ambassadeurs
amid the leafy summer glory of the
Champs Elysees; or you may be din-
ing at one of the cheap and excellent
restaurants near to the Palais Royal.
Wheresoever, you get your moneys
worth, dinner apart, especially ;if you
happen to have a balcony table look-
ing down upon the busy street. That
is the way to get a first glimpse of
Paris, with all its lights below you
and the echo of laughter coming up
from the gay throng beneath.

After dinner, Montmartre .- is the in-
fallible rule. V Here \is the world I famed
Moulin Rouge, the "Empire

with its little illuminated wheel eter-
nally revolving ; above the , main en-
trance. A line and spacious place, the
Moulin Rouge, with a foyer or prome-
nade twice as large as any in England,
and a regular cafe at the back where,
imbibing coffee or liquor, one very
comfortably watches a wonderful
ballet. .
