oking over the exhibition ot}kth‘e
year's work by the students at the

San Francisco Art Institute ‘I fonnd
some- drawings and 'pain by ‘oney
member of the advanced classes, which
give evidence of distinct artistic po-
tentialities. Theré may- be others but
they have not declared themselves™as
this one has. His name is Walter W.
Seaton and he is represented by -two
drawings’ and by two: studies in oil
They have not the formal expertness
of some othars, but they have far more
individuality. It “is an: individuality
which needs direction, and this student
still has a great distance to go before
he becomes a painter, but he seems.to
have the artist's eve and the artist’s
brain, and with these the hand, which,
being merely a tool, executes the thing
we call art.

Any instructor of painting or of any
art' for ‘that matter will tell you—if
you can gain his confidence to that
extent—that a student of genuine
promise is exceedingly rare. Per-
haps one' out of two hundred would
not be an unfair estimate. By “genu-
ine promise” the teacher means the in-
dication of an ability“that may (mark
the word) result in a contribulion to
art, Mere expertness is quite another
matter. Expert - draftsmen are aj
drug on the market, but how many
artists are  there among them. In
every class of art students expert
draftsmen abound. That is the ad-
vantage of schooling.. But schooling
never made an artist in the hlutory of
the world and it never wuL

N other departmants ot the exhibi-
tion there is enough skill and clever-

ness shown to be noticeable. There
is also some ability. A wash drawing of
a girl by S. M. Long comes under the
last designation, as do the design for
book coveérs by John Lemos. The
rapid pencil sketches by C. A, Mortrude
are full of character and spirit. The
work in applied design is on the whole
very creditable. In the modeling com-
petition the figure immediately .facing
the door g£.nd bearing no name is much
supertor in beauty to those awarded
the prizes. There are many passages
of the neck and body quite exquisitely
and subtly expressed. The structure
and tissue set of the torso are admira-
ble, and the effect of the whole is that
of grace and charm.

OHN McQUARRIE has been
awarded by the pioneer monument
committee of “the Native Sons of
the Golden West the commission to
execute the monument which is to com-
memorate the Donner party. Mr. Mec-
Quarrie’s sketch in clay does not rep-
resent an episode in tragedy that was
enacted in the Sierras, but symbolizes
the pioneer spirit in the figure of a
man shading his eyes as he gazes
toward the promised land. - By his side
is the wife and mother, holding in her
arms an infant—a child of the new
country. The figure of another .child
kneeling in thankful prayer completes
the group. The disposition of the fig-
ures is well considered and conveys
admirably the spirit of the composition.
