The land is located on the norst'; ‘l’:‘ddo
of the forest, in Los Angeles and San
Bernardino ecounties. The altitudes
vary from 2,800 to 7,000 feet. At the
higher elevation the country is steep
and rough, but farther down slopes
in gently rolling hills and bench lands
to the Mojave desert.

The Angeles forest {5 chiefly valy-
able for watersheq protection to the
south and west, but the lands elim-
inated are on the other side of the
range, and therefore of no value’in this
respeet, according to the repert of the
forest service. A considerable por-
tion of the tract consists of fairly level
ground. The soll is & !ood sandy
loam. It is the opinion of the oxun!n-
ers that it has only & small valuye for
forest purposes.

About
14 cent of the tract is already in
private hands and the propertion of
listed land, the' forest officers say, is
being added to almott daily.
