Petroskey 10 rounds at the Oakland Wheelman club on July Is. The men will

make the regulation middle weight limit. 158 pounds. ?

Petroskey is looked upon as the real tough nut of the middle weights. ? H\u03b2
has beaten them all with the exception of McAllister, and many of the fans

have been toasting the former Olympian for not taking him on. McAllister laid

low: for some time, but yesterday he came right to the front and accepted the
offer which Promoter Jimmy Rowan put up to him.

Tney tried to bring McAllister and Petroskey together for 20 rounds some
time ago. but there was a hitch in the deal, and the admirers of the sailor
accused big Bob of running out. A short time before the pair were signed for

a four round mixup in this city, and on that occasion McAllister came out with
a statement that Petroskey passed the match up.

A 10 round meeting between these two prominent 15S pounders ought to

settle the middle weight title of the Pacific coast. : It will be a contest between
a clever boxer and a rough and tumble fighter. The wagering ought to be very

even, as there Is but little to choose between them, although the sailor has had
far more experience than the clubman.

McAllister has displayed everything save the decisive wallop in all of his

contests so far. His friends claim that he does possess the wallop, but that he,
did not see fit to use it in any of his four round mixups. He certainly won
these with the greatest of ease.

Battling Nelson, a man who is game to the core and always willingto wade In

and mix things up just as fast as the other fellow. He has plenty of speed,

'and although he Is lacking in the finer points of the game, he makes up for

this deficiency by his willingness and his determination. His last mportant

bout was with Sailor Grande, whom he knocked out in eight rounds at Vallejo.

Bud Anderson, the lightweight sensation from the northwest, arrived from
his home at Medford, Ore., yesterday morning, and at night he departed for

Los Angeles, where he will immediately start training for his bout with Leach
Cross on the afternoon of the fourth of July.

Anderson is very anxious to start in San Francisco if a match can be
arranged. His manager, Dick Donald, had a long talk with Promoter Jim

Coffroth yesterday afternoon, and the latter promised to try to get him on here
some time during August, provided that he beats Cross. It is barely possible

that Harlem Tommy Murphy will consent to meet the northwestern phenom,
