Fanatic Jumps. in Front of
Tracery and American
Owner Fails to Land
Ascot Cup

(Special Cable to The Call)

LONDON, June 19.—Tragedy and suf-
frage fanaticism again marred the
sport of kings in England today, when
about six furiongs from the finish of
the race for the Ascot cup a man, sup-
posed to be a crazed Trinity college,
Cambridge, senior, Edward Hewitt,
leaped the rails and waved a flag and
revolver in front of August Belmont’s
colt Tracery, leading the field of eight
runners at a hot pace, shouting: *Stop,
or I'll fire!” %

Tracery, swerving, struck THewitt
with his neck. Horsé, suffragist and
jockey, A. Whalley, were rolled over.

Another horfe kicked Hewitt on the
head, fracturing the fallen fanatic’s
skull as the fleld went galloping home.
King George, Queen Mary- and other
notables in the royal inciosure wit-
nessed the sensational incident, as well
ag the thousands gathered along the
straight of Ascot’'s open course.

"Hewitt was carried to Ascot Cottage
hospital in a dying condition. Physi-
cians operated on him, but no hope of
recovery was held out.

ROBS AMERICAN OF CUP

The man suffragist’s mad act robbed
the American owner of the Ascot cup,
which is one of the three great trophies
of the English flat racing season, the
derby and Oaks being the other two.

The queen covered her eyes when
the man rushed in front of the furi-
ously galloping horses. *Oh, he'll be
killed,” the cry went up on every
hand.

Jockey Whalley and others say Hew-
itt, as he pointed the revolver, sald:

“Remember Miss Davison!” adding
immedlately, “Stop, or I'll fire!”

King George turned pale and gripped
one of the Ascot stewards.

“Is the jockey hurt?’ the king asked.
“No, yvour majesty,” replied the stew-
ard, “but I fear the man is killed.”

Then Tracery was seen to get on
his feet, and Whalley stood up. The
crowd gave a cheer. The Belmont
jockey put his hands to his head and
sides. He seemed dazed. Tracery
shook hig rein and went over to Whal-
ley.

KING GREETS JOCKEY

The king, seeing that Whalley was
able to walk, asked that the jockey
be brought to him. Whalley came over
to the roval inclosure and told King
George of the incident.

Whalley was catapulted from his
saddle clear of his tripped mount. One
of the field swerved just in time to
save the jockey's life.

The derby tragedy and today’'s bitter
experience have thrown a pall over rac-
ing in England, and it is reported
neither the king nor queen will be seen
on the turf for the rest of the season,
or until there is no Ilonger fear of
suffragist suicides as a part of the
women's campaign for votes.
