Nolan received a

cash settlement of $8,000 for his share of the receipts in

the pending- battle between Ritchie and Rivers" on July ?\u25a0

His original contract .called for 14.500.-. \u25a0 ,
The news of the \u25a0 spHtup of ; the king of the lightweights

and his director general came as a great shock ;to the
members, of the sporting fraternity. Had they decided;
to part company two weeks ago when the match was;
hanging fire; it would have been a different story. But

the action of Ritchie In dispensing with the services of

his able manager at the eleventh hour, with the most.im-
portant battle of his career in sight, has proved a stun-

ning blow to sportdom. ; \ - ?\u25a0\u25a0-.'\u25a0\u25a0
The quarrel of the 'fighter and '. his manager will have

absolutely no bearing upon the approaching championship
battle. : Ritchie intends ', to fight Rivers on the birthday

of the nation, and he declares that the Nolan incident will -
not disturb him in the - least.

nounced last evening that all was fair enough so far as

his end of the deal figured, and that he was not concerned
with such side issues as affairs between his principals. .' ?

After Nolan had received his $3,000 check from Ritchie

at Graneys place yesterday afternoon, and after fighter

and manager had come to the conclusion that they were

through with each other, Ritchie stood up and extended

1that there will be no bard feelings between us In the

myself in a false position."
Ritchie -was abashed for a moment. Then he recovered

himself, paid his respects to those who were assembled In
the room, and left the place.

?I think that Ritchie treated me very shabbily." said
Nolan. "I have been in the boxing game for many a year

and I have had. all sorts of ups and downs, but this boy

has cut me a cruel blow that I never -will forget. "' lie
deliberately took away from me $1,500 of my share of
the coming battle. I had no written contract with him.

I took his word as that of a gentleman and he deceived me.
"I stood the brunt of everything for Ritchie. I helped

make him the lightweight champion of the world, and I
got him a bigger guarantee than any other lightweight
got in the state of California. I signed, him up for one
Of the most profitable theatrical tours that any pugilist

ever received. I completed all the arrangements for the
coming match and then, without - the slightest word of

warning, he deliberately repudiates me and decides to go

"I still think that he is the greatest lightweight In the
world, and I still pick him to beat Rivers. I don't want

to be placed in the position of a knocker or a sore head,

but I want to explain my position to the public.

"I worked night and day to make a champion out of

Ritchie, and 1 succeeded. J admit, that his fighting ability
sent him to the front but, at the same time. I don't believe,

that he ever would have won the championship if he did
not have me to go to the front for ; him at the crucial

"I am out of the game for the time being at least. I
intend to return to my ranch in Lake county. The in-
gratitude of Ritchie has upset me and I will not even come
down to i see him fight Rivers.

Ritchie was more conservative than his former man-

ager. lie refrained from going into details, but he smil-

ingly admitted that he and Nolan had broken off their
relations, and that he Intended to act as his own manager

for some time. However, he probably will pick up with

another in the near future.

"I saw that we could 1
not get along- together, so I decided to call the deal off

before It was too late. I thought that I was giving Nolan
too much money.

WASHINGTON HAS
GOOD CHANGE IN
EASTERN REGATTA

Champions of Pacific Coast
Are Now Looked Upon

as Live Opponents by
the Critics

Tomorrow afternoon on the Hudson

river the big intercollegiate regatta

will be rowed, and the Pacific coast in
general Is particularly interested be-

cause a coast university crew is en-
tered both in the big race of the day,

the eight oar event, and the four oar

race. The University of Washington

is to bear the weight of the. coast rep-

resentation on its shoulders just as

Stanford did last year.

The University of Washington crews
are the appropriate representatives of

the coast bacause Coach Conibear's
men won the Pacific classic eight oar

title on the Oakland estuary last April

by defeating both Stanford and Cali-

fornia, and later at Seattle the crew

again trimmed California.
The boys from the University of

Washington have made more than a
favorable impression In the east dur-
ing their trials. They have been com-
pared by the eastern authorities with
such \u25a0 wonderful aggregation as Coach
Courtney's Cornell eight. Eastern
critics were correct in their surmises
that the Stanford crew could not win. with the stroke they used last year.

Now Washington invades the east,

and the consensus of opinion of these
same exports is to the effect that Wash-
ington uses the approved stroke that
the big crews In the east use.V

One critic in particular gives un-
Ftinted praise to the boys from round
Seattle, and makes the assertion that
their stroke is nearly a perfect Cornell

stroke.
This is certainly a far different criti- |

cisc than was heaped on the Stanford ;
crew, and from the general tone of the
eastern criticisms it is evident that the
Washington crew is being closely

watched by all competitors and is, con-
ceded a good chance for a place in the
race. ,

There will be six crews in the race,
and Washington has drawn one of the
two center positions for the course.
Cornel] has been lucky to draw the
number six. or midstream course. If

the weather conditions are favorable
this will be the best course for the race,
and the Cornelians will receive the full
benefit of the strong tide. If, on the
other hand, there is a strong wind, the.
chances of the Cornell crew will not be

?so rosy, as the water will be choppy

and there will be a good chance of the

shell sinking. ?'

Syracuse has drawn No. I, or the in-
side course. Wisconsin will be No. -.
Washington No. 3, Columbia No. 4.
Pennsylania No. 5. For the four oared
race Washington has drawn No. 6
course, and for this race the same ap-
plies as it does in the big race.
CORNELL A BIG FAVORITE

Cornell is. of course, the favorite for
the big race, while Princeton has many'
supporters owing to its defeating Har-
vard and Pennsylvania earlier in the

season. Pennsylvania has had a long
] m of hard luck this year and during

the week its chances of making a big
showing were considerably reduced
when Garvin had to be taken out of
the crew at No. 5 slide owing to in-
digestion.

Columbia is another strong favorite
for the race, while Wisconsin, the sur-
prise of last year's race, is being as
closely watched as the Washington

crew is. , .
Coach Conlbear has proved remark-

ably efficient for the northern univer-
sity, and the crews he has turned out
la a big compliment to his knowledge
of the game, which is all the more re-
markable when it is known that his
knowledge has all been picked up. as
be was never an oarsman at any time
of his life.

The crew to represent "Washington
will not be the same as the eight that
rowed on the estuary last April, but at

that time Conibear stated that he could
put another eight afloat which would
be Just as classy as the one which won
the coast regatta. By the showing of
his men in training on the Hudson up
to the present, his statement comes
pretty near being verified.

Of the crew that rowed here, A. C.!
Campbell in 7. Max Walskee in 5. G.!
IT ;tton in 4 and Ed Taylor in the bow
slide, are the only men who have gone
fast, though Edward Leader and Elmer
Leader, the twin oarsmen, were here
as reserves. In the race on the es-
tuary Hutton rowed No. 6. but Coni- j
bear has put. him into another port car
slide ?No. 4, and put Wilson Lee in
6. H. Zimmerman is stroking the
boat in place of Harold Waller, who is!
now in Alaska.
CLOSE RACE EXPECTED

This crew has done some great work-
outs over the Poughkeepsie course,

several of the trials being consider-
ably under 20 minutes. Not satisfied
with this Coach Conibear last Tues-
day sent the four oared crew over the
course, and this quartet succeeded in
breaking the course record.

In tackling the intercollegiate re-
gatta, the Washington crew is going
up against the best eights in the coun- i
try. Their showing under Conibear
during the last week show that the
rrfw is in perfect condition, and if
the men row the same brilliant race ;

\u25a0which won for them on the estuary last
April. then. it would not be at all sur-
prising to see the northern lads place
well up in the race.

With such experienced crews against
them as Cornell, Columbia, Princeton
and -Wisconsin it looks as though
Washington is going to have a big job
on its hands to place, but the work of
the men has been \u25a0so good and , their
coaching so well planned that it would
not surprise to see the boys take at
least third place, with a very good pos-
sibility; of doing better.

A place even in the, first four boats
will be a big feather in the Washing-
ton cap, and will, on the other hand,
be a big boost for rowing in general on
this coast.
