CATTLE AND WHEAT

Wilson's Desires for Free
Wool and Sugar Prevail

in Redraft

WASHINGTON, June 20.?Important

reductions In the Underwood tariff biJl

iates on iron, steel and other metal
products; the addition of cattle, wheat,
pig- iron, angora wool and many other

articles to the free list, and an increase
In rates on many classes of cotton goods

and some silks were the chief features

of the revised tariff bill as it was laid

before senate democrats today by

Chairman Simmons of the finance com-
mittee.

After weeks of work, in which every
Hem had undergone close scrutiny by

subcommittees of the majority mem-
bership of the llnance committee the
redrafted measure was brought into
the democratic caucus today. For two
hours the important changes were ex-
plained to democrats and the bill then
was made public. Experts of the com-
mittee at once began work on a com-
prehensive summary of the changes.

WILSON'S DESIRES PREVAIL

President Wilson's desires as to free
sugar in 1913 and free wool at once
prevailed in the redraft of the bill. In
the general level of its rates the "Sim-
mons bill" represents a heavier cut
from existing rates of the Payne-Al-
drich law than did the bill as it passed
the house.

The senate caucus adjourned early
and members spent the afternoon work-
ing out private analyses of the measure.
The caucus will reconvene tomorrow.
Senate leaders believe the bill will
reach the senate itself late next week.

The principal changes made by the
senate finance committee in the rates
of the tariff bill follow:

Added to the free list: Alizarin: sin-
gle jute yarns; echoolbooks; cement;

WHEAT MADE RETALIATORY

Wheat, 10 cents per bushel in the
Underwood bill, was added to Che free
list, but the senate committee retained
a retaliatory provision for a duty of
10 cents a bushel on wheat, 45 cents a
barrel on Sour and 10 per cent ad va- !
lorem on other wheat products when
imported from a country that imposes
duty on American wheat or wheat
products.

A retaliatory duty of 10 per cent on
potatoes imported from countries im-
posing duties against the United States
also was inserted. Potatoes were un-
reservedly on the free list in the Un-
derwood bill.

The element of elasticity is obtained,
according to administration officials, in
the levying of an interest charge on
the note issue. '\- This rate is to be es-
tablished by -the federal reserve board
with due regard to " the prevailing
charge ,In the money market. It is
calculated that a fall in the demand
formoney, accompanied by a decline
in the market rate of interest, would
furnish an Incentive for the retirement
of the treasury- notes.
