On
the run for the finish the Ariels showed
all the condition, and at the mile and
a quarter post were on even terms with
the Dolphins! The latter held their
opponents well, but the bis; sprint that
the -iels hit up in the last 300 yards
was too much for, the Dolphins, and the
Ariels crossed the line first, three
lengths to the good.

Willie smiled as he went along and appeared pleased with himself. He

had as sparring partners Henry Hickey, the Oakland feather weight; Joe
Azaveda, the well known local four round lightweight, and Kid Norrell, a husky

133 pounder from Santa Rosa. All were Instructed to go in and do their best
against the title holder, who wanted to try out his eye, aad also to find out

whether his judgment of distance was as good as ever. ; - .
Willie was careful and cautious, and did not take any chances. He ?

stepped around and boxed very nicely.. His eye- looked right and he missed
few punches', showing -very plainly that his judgment is still as' good as r J>'
was on that memorable day when he brought Wolgast to the floor with a !

The champion loomed up as brown as \u25a0 berry and apparently as hard as
nails. He stepped on the; scales before he started to work, and he registered

at 138 pounds. This makes it very apparent that he can easily make 133 i
pounds at the ringside, but as he has signed to do 134 it looks even brighter
for him.
