Commuters Are Helpless Till

Rill James, Portland's mighty flinger,

had the Oaks completely baffled yester-

day and experienced but little difficulty

in taking a 3 to 1 victory in the opener.
It. was too much James all the way

through until the ninth, when the Oaks
made a flash which Bill quickly

' necked. It was the best chance the

Oaks had during the nine rounds. \u25a0 ..'- :
Howard Gregory, who has failed to

show his last year's form this -year,
was on the hill for the Oaks and he
went eight rounds, retiring: in the

ninth to allow Pinch Hitter Becker to
swat for him. Greg showed improved

form, but he was simply up against it
when pitted with James, who flung

shutout ball all the way through. .
The best work accomplished by

Gregory was in the .pinches. He got

himself in many tight holes, and it

looked as if the Beavers would blast
him off the hill time and time again.

but he squirmed out of these tight
places without any serious damage.

Ten hits were made off the transbay
linger during the eight rounds, but
some of them were of the lucky vari-
ety. At that, he had some good breaks.

BEAVERS START IX THIRD

The Beavers kept the Oaks in .hot
water throughout the affray. They
managed to get on the paths in nearly
every inning-, but the Portlanders were
not greedy, making one run at the
time.
