OLOTIME BOANG WAITER
*OINES VIEWS OF BATTLE

Compares Ritchie With McAuliffe and Declaf&s that
Champion Is Peer, if Not Master, of Any Light-
weight Now Aspiring to Crown

By WILLIE GREEN

I am.an “eold timer,” and, like the
rest of the veterans, believe there were
great fighters in the days of John
Sullivan, Jack Dempsey and Jack Me-
Auliffe. I remove my headgear to

Willie- Ritchle. He is a real champion
and fit to defend the title against all
comers. In Joe Rivers he met a foe-
man worthy of his mettle, and he won
a clean cut battle over the little Mex-
ican by sheer superiority.

It was . a great fight and clean
throughout, The men fought fair and
broke at the command of the referee.
In the olden days, when the Queens-
berry rules were given a different in-
terpretation and there was no hitting
in the clinches, there was never a
cleaner battle than that waged be-
tween Willie Ritchie and Joe Rivers
at the Eighth street arena yesterday.

The battle reminded me much of
the famous meeting between Jack Mc-
Auliffe and Billy Myer in the Olympio
club rooms in New Orleans during the
fistic carnival in which Sullivan lost
his title to James J. Corbett, McAuliffe
defeated Myer in 15 rounds and George
Dixon scored a clean cut victory over
Jack “Skelly. y

In the MecAuliffe-Myer battle Myer
displayed the same tactics as those
employed by Rivers in vesterday’'s
bout. Mpyer, like Rivers, was credited
with a fearful right hand wallop which
meant curtains. when landed on the
right spot, and McAuliffe kept away
from that right in the opening rounds,
just as Qitchle did yesterday.

The knockout of Myer in the fif-
teenth came much the same as the
quietus given Rivers by Ritchie in the
eleventh, the only difference being that
a left to the body and a right to the
jaw put Myer away, while a right to
the head and another to the kidneys
sent Rivers down for the count of
seven and when he staggered to }.ﬂs
feet Ritchie sent a left to the kid-
neys and Rivers fell forward a beaten
gladiator.

When Ritchie and Rivers entered
the ring the champion looked drawn—
a bit overtrained, while Rivers seemed
in perfect shape for a grueling battle.
The first round was a rare exhibition
of clever boxing, with Rivers seem-
ingly landing the harder blows. It
was a foregone conclusion that the
fight was to be fast.

In the secornid Rivers slipped down
from the force of a swing at Ritchie
that missed the mark. He was up in
a second and a fast rally ensued,
Ritchie landing- half a dozen left.s
without a return. The champion’s
blows seemed to lack steam, however,
and Rivers was unscathed.

In the third Spider Kelly whispered
to Rivers and “the Mexican went right
after Ritchie, trying for a knockout.
He was too anxious and fell all over
himself in his anxiety to whip over a
‘haymaker, which the little Mexican
possesses, :

The champion appeared a bit dis-
tressed at the termination of the round,
but came up for the fourth more de-
termined than ever and administered
a score of love taps which Rivers did
not seem to mind at all. The Mexli-
can was following Kelly's instructions
and trying for a knockout.

The fifth round was all Ritchie's.
The champion showed wonderful speed
and accuracy and landed at will, the
blows lacking the soporific force that
wins a battle.

Rivers showed signs of distress in
the sixth, Ritchie using left and right
with accuracy and appearing much
better than at any time during the
battle,

seventh Rivers, by Kelly's
tried the right and
landed with sufficient effect to send
Ritchie half way to the floor. Rivers
was fighting fast and the champion’s
cleverness alone saved him in this
round.

Ritchie had the better of the eighth,
though Rivers landed a hard left and
right, but too high.

The ninth was Ritchie’s round, and
in this he did some of the fastest
work I have ever seen in & ring. All
that he seemed to lack was steam.

By this time Rivers began to show
the effects of the seemingly rather light
blows landed by the. champion. He
was badly winded and his face was
puffed. The Mexican covered up and
took a shower of blows, trying returns
that sometimes landed, but it was evi-
dent that Rivers’ steam +was fast
ebbing. It was all Ritchie’s round.

Then came the somewhat sudden end-
ing of the greatest lightweight battle
seen in San Francisco, or anywhere, in
recent years. After a few rapid ex-
changes Ritchie sent a hard left to the
kidneys and then whipped over the
right to the head. Rivers went down,
came to his knees and got up. Ritchie
was right on to his adversary and,
with a terrific left to the kidneys, put

In the
advice, again

the Mexican down and out.
That is how I saw the battle. Like
all knockouts, the end came so sud-

denly that some talked of a blow to
the jaw, but it looked like the body,
and Referee Graney, who was in a po-
sition to see, declares that a left to

the kidneys was the final cause of
Rivers’' defeat.
Eddie Graney is an ideal referee. He

appeared in the ring in a neat gray
suit, with Fedora hat, which he did
not remove, He instructed the men
that when he called upon them to
break he meant it, and informed them
that he would not put a hand on either
man during the battle—and he kept his
word.

The breaks were clean, though each
man took every advantage in the
Minches, Rivers' favorite stunt being
to send over a right swing just as the
men separated. But the swings were
ineffective, Ritchie jumping back and
destroying the force of the blows.

It is my opinion that Willle Ritchie
did not win his proud title on a fluke.
On the contrary, he is king of the
lightweights of today, and it will take
a rarely capable man to wrest the title
from him.

Ritchie is cool and calculating. Not
once during the fast fighting of yester-
day did he lose his head for one sec-
ond, He took punishment gamely and
assimilated all that came right quirkly.

Rivers, on the other hand, seems to
dislike the gaff. He began the fight
with a smile that indicated his con-
tempt for the champion, but the smile
came off, and at the termination of the
battle Rivers wore a most serious look.
Ritchie smiled after the fight—but not
once while business was on.

Arrangements for the champlonship
battle were perfect—far better, in
fact, than used to vpe the ruls in ve
olden time. There was no delay worth
mentioning, and when the entertain-
ment began it was pushed right
through,

The preliminaries were of sufficient
class to put the spectators in fine fet-
tle for the main event, the house was
well filled with fans, the weather could
not have been more delightful and Pro-
moter Graney is to be congratulated
upon the success of his big undertak-
ing.
