SHORTRIDGE URGES LOYALTY

Mr. Shortridge dwelt particularly

upon the inculecating of the spirit of
loyalty and devotion to country, its
law and order and its constitution,
which makes it the Star of Bethlehem
to all mankind, in the minds of the
little children of today. He urged a
better course of history in the early
vears of schooling that the boys and
girls might reach maturity with a full
rezlization of what their forefathers
have gone through in making America
what it is.

policy will preserve, strengthien and

“Our cause is peace—peace at home,
peace with all nations, but not peace
at the sacrifice of national dignity or
honor—not peace without protection
in all its rights to the poorest, low-
liest citizen who seeks the shelter of
that banner wherever It waves and
wherever he may travel on a lawful
errand.
