things. Laws and morals, books and plays, business and religion*?on these
and many other topics we talked, and the bells of midnight found us quite un-
able to believe four hours had fled since we drew up before the fire.

In these days when the cost of anything is one of the chief criterions of
its value, the following recommendation of talk <*s a pleasure may not appeal.
Nevertheless, I can not refrain from quoting it:

"In short, the first duty of man is to speak: that is his chief business in
this World; and talk, which is the harmonious speech of two or more, is by far
the most accessible of pleasures. It costs nothing in money; it is all profit; it
completes our education, founds and fosters our friendships, and can be enjoyed
at any age and in almost any state of health." ?Stevenson.
