WASHINGTON. July 19.?President

Wilson today experienced the excite-
ment of a country baseball game and
thoroughly enjoyed it. He happened
along in his automobile at La Plata,
Md., 35 miles south of Washington,

when he heard a series of wild shouts
from a frantic crowd of enthusiasts
"rooting" with all tiie Intensity of a
major league struggle for* the rival
teams.

The president wore a large pair of
goggles and thought he could watch
the game without being recognized. He
stepped out of the automobile at the
cross roads store, a short distance
from 'the diamond. As he cautiously
approached the grounds, however, a
thousand curious Qyes were turned
upon him. Tbe feminine enthusiasts
of La Plata almost immediately discov-
ered his identity.

"It's the president,'' they chorused, as
they swooped down on. him and greeted
him. x

The players paused and the crowd
gave three hearty cheers for their dis-
tinguished visitor.

The president inquired about the
progress of the game and found that
the Ijh. Plata team was in bitter com-
bat with, the Indian Head, Md., team at
a tie score.

The president watched the contest
for half an hour, enjoyed the antics
of the players and the alternating
jeers and compliments as they came
from the bleachers, but did not wait for
the finish.

Motoring on, the president had to
make a wide detour on account of tiie
freshly oiled roads, and arrived at the
White House just in time for dinner.
He had traveled 70 miles.

He is 84 years old, but sHll holds ]gis
position of chief of police at Pyramid
Lake, and has a reputation for ability.
In 1888 the government game him a
medal for his services in keeping peace
among the Piutes.

CSptain Numana thinks that San
Francisco is "one good town," and en-
Joyed riding about the city in an auto-
mobile. Milkshake is his favorite
drink, and he has taken many of these
while here. He is wearing civilized
clothes while here, except for buck-
skin moccasins.

He has spent his life among the
Piutes, and was created chief of the
tribe in 1879. He expects to leave for
the reservation early next week, but
intends to return for the exposition.
