UPKEEP COST OF CITY
DEPARTMENTS CUT THIRD

Bureau of Public Building* in Report,
zlianine Decrease In Expenses, s

Cites Improvement*

That the upkeep of the police, fire
and public buildings departments of
the city for the last year was 35 per
cent less costly than for the fiscal year
of 1911-1912 was shown In a report sub-
mitted to Mayor Rolph by the bureau of
public buildings yesterday. The upkeep
of the three departments cost the city
$37,191, as against $56,839 for the pre-
ceding year. While the expenditure in
the school department was $3,401 in
eNeefes of expenditures for the preced-
ing year, the bureau points to the vast
amount of permanent improvements
made under its direction.

WINS IN SPECIAL

CITY ELECTION
Five Propositions for Im-

provement Securities Car-
ried by Good Majorities

in Light Vote

ANNEXED DISTRICT
SHOWS OPPOSITION

Fine Municipal Hall and
School Buildings Will

Now Be Completed

OAKLAND, July 22.?Bach of the five

propositions calling for $2,940,000 of

bonds tarried by the necessary two-

thirds vote today at a special election.
The total vote was 14.ni:1..

The vote was light because of the in-

clement weather.

The propositions for the completion
of the primary grammar and high

schools, and the municipal auditorium
improvements carried by the largest

majorities, the city hall and water front

bonds being opposed by a larger num-
ber.

All of the bonds voted upon, with the
exception of the city hall bonds, had
been already voted, but at per cent

interest. It had been found impossible
to sell the bonds at this rate, and the
election held today was called and the

voters were asked to tndorsfe them at a
rate of not more than 5V4 per cent.

The bonds carried In all sections of
the city by the two-thirds vote except
in the annexed district. In that sec-
tion the bonds received a majority in
practically every precinct, but were not
given the necessary two-thirds vote,

in precincts 109. 110. 118 and 120 the
city hall bonds were voted against by
narrow margins.

SCHOOL BONDS ( \RRV
Proposition No. I, which was for a

reissue of $87.1,684.66 for the comple-
tion of the primary and grammar
schools, carried with a vote of 10.673
for and 3,270 against, with 1,309 more
than two-thirds. Proposition No. 2.
which was for reissue of $495,719.71 for
the completion of the manual training
high school and an addition to the Fre-
mont high school, was carried by a
vote of 10,077 for and 3.524 against,
715 more than the required two-thirds.
Proposition No. 3, which was to incur
a new bonded debt of $796,000 for the
completion and equipment of the city
hall, was carried by a vote of 9.574 for
and 4,210 against, 212 more than the
required vote.

MAYOR PLEASED AT RESULT
Mayor Mott said tonight that th*

vote showed confidence of the citizens
in their city.

'"They knew they were facing a
crisis." said Mayor Mott. "and re-
sponded splendidly. With the bonds
voted we can go ahead with our main
improvements and make Oakland one
of the leading cities in the country.
The citizens have agreed that Oakland
shall be a great city and we will now
carry out the improvements for which
the citizens have voted."

Commissioner H. 8. Anderson, head of
the department of public works, said:

"Now that the bond problem is solved,
we shall go forward rapidly with the
completion of the harbor work in the
Key Route basin and in the inner har-
bor. Contracts will be let at once for
the completion of the new city hall. We
have anticipated as much as possible
the passage of the bonds by arranging
for the necessary legal preliminaries. I
congratulate the people of Oakland
upon this splendid evidence of civic
pride and progressive municipal spirit."

Following the operation, and finding
herself in a serious condition, Miss
Knight sought out her aunt and con-
fided her trouble. The girl furnished
the police with a good description of
the physician, and it is on this that
they are at work. Ralph Knight, a
brother, also of Oakland, made ar-
rangements for the funeral. An in-
quest will be held tomorrow.

50 PER CENT AVERAGE

Canadian Fruits Fail to Maintain Early

Season I'rosneols of Big

\ ield

TORONTO. Can.. July 22. ?In the sec-
ond report of this season on the out-
look of the apple crop in the Niagara
district P. W. Hodgetts, director of the
fruit branch of the department of ag-
riculture, has only a meager 50 per cent
average crop to promise.

"From the reports coining to us."
said Mr. Hodgetts, "that estimate will
hold good all over the province. The
early season prospects for the apple
crop could not have been better, but
the cold weather got in its destructive
work and a heavy falling off resulted."

The report from the Niagara penin-
sula also states that the outlook for
early peaches, including St. Johns and
Crawfords, is for a light crop. I>atc
peaches promise a uniformly fair yield.
In the apple orchards Baldwins and
Spys are light, but Greenings and
Kings will average well.

RAGTIME DANCES
WILL BE BARRED

Oakland Council to Debate
Drastic Amendments

to Ordinance

Chief of Police Father of
Movement to Restrict

the Bunny Hug

OAKLAND. July 22.?Drastic amend-
ments to the present ordinance regu-

lating' public dances werp presented to
the city council today by Chief of Po-

lice Petersen. The proposed measure
puts the ban on the tango, bunny hug,
turkey trot and all ultra up to date
rags, taboos " twilight" steps, providing

the ballroom shall be lighted during all
the time the trippers are in the hall,

and makes it next to impossible for any
one to get strong liquid refreshment

between numbers.

Chief Petersen has been at work for
some time preparing tiie sort of or-
dinance to fully cover the subject, and
thinks he has succeeded. Among the
features of the proposed law are the
following:

No liquor to he sold within 150 feet of
the dance hall or ballroom during the
dance.

No liquor to be sold on the premises
within two hours prior and two hours
succeeding the dance.

No return checks to be issued.
No immoral or obscene dancing.
The hall to be brightly lighted with

gas or electric lights all the time.
Minors, either sex. under 18 years

of age, permitted only if accompanied
by guardians.

No dancing between the hours of 1
o'clock in the morning and 9 o'clock at
night.

Permits to cost $25 a quarter instead
of $5 for each permit.

The amended ordinance was referred
to City Attorney B. V. Woolner.

All fraternal organizations, char-
itable institutions, hotel and amateur
dramatic societies will be exempt from
the tax.

Chief Petersen said today that many
complaints had been made to him re-
garding the public dance.
