WASHINGTON, July 23.?Living for

more than 48 hours with his neck
broken was the remarkable case of
Edward H. Elwood. aged 25 years, who
died here early today following an
operation to determine exactly the ex-
tent of his Injuries. Elwood dived Into
the Potomac river at a summer resort
Sunday and struck a submerged ob-
struction. He was brought to a hos-
pital here in a semi-conscious condi-
tion. Surgeons marveled at his vitality.
