COUNCIL DISCARDS
LABOR DAY PARADE

Report of Committee Against
Long Line of Marchers

Is Adopted

Discussion Shows That In-
terest in Such Pageants

Has Lagged

The Labor day

celebration commit-
tee of the San Fran-

cisco Labor Council presented its re-
port last night to that body setting

forth that lt had decided to eliminate
a parade on Labor day.

There was a request for a reason
why it had been decided to "cut out
the parade" and ln prolonged donate
the answer was that there is a grow-
ing lack of interest in parades and
that they are rather a show of weak-
ness than of strength.

President Gallagher suggested that
it might be wise to skip a parade next
year and have a monster one in 1915.

The report of the committee waa
adopted.

The following named were elected
as the committee that is to inquire
and report to the council if th* charges
preferred against Electrical Union No.
6, are well founded: E. J. Frisble, B.
B. Rosenthal, John O. Walsh, IX F.
Williams and J. Zamford. \

Arthur Beaver and E. A. Brown wero
elected members of th* executive com-
mittee to fill the vacancies:

J. B. Dale, organiser for the State
Federation of Labor, addressed the
council on the need of organised labor
in organising the migratory laborers
and in that way reduce the number of
men who become strike breakers.

Delegate W. T. Bonsor offered a series
of amendments to the constitution of
th* council as to the manner of con-
ducting elections, but they were re-
turned to him so that he may present
them ln regular form.

The Labor Temple Hall association
reported that it had unanimously tie-
cided to proceed to er*ct on its lot at
Sixteenth and Capp streets a two story
class C building. Thia is to be a two
story structure with an assembly hall,
seven lodge-rooms and 21 offices for
unions. The report was innlorsed.

The Light and Power council pre-
sented a new appeal for financial aid,
stating that it requires $1,200 a week
to maintain the gas workers and $670 a
week for the stationary firemen. The
matter was referred to the executive
committee.

The Retail Clerks' union reported that
a strong effort is to be made to have
the merchants ln the Mission District
agree to close their places of business
at the same hour every evening.

On complaint of the Pile Drivers'
union, the executive committee re-
ported In favor of placing the Ross
company on the unfair list for employ-
ing nonunion men on a jobat Orland.

NEW MOTOR LAW
NOT WELL LIKED

Act Regulates Automobiles
and Motorcycles?Effect-

ive January i, 1914

Fees Collected According to
Horsepower and Money

Used for Good Roads

Keen interest it being taken by the
auto loving public throughout the state
In the new motor vehicle act recently
passed by the state legislature. There
are certain sections of the law which
are disliked by a number of automo-
bile organizations and a campaign is
being made by one of the automobile
associations to repeal the act.

The Call in the following paragraphs
presents the most Important sections
of the act for the benefit of the public.

Section 7 in part is as follows:
"The state treasurer shall collect

fees aa follows: For the registration
of every motorcycle, including the right
of the owner thereof to operate the
vejhiclo, $2. For th© registration of
every automobile of less than 20 horse-
power, to. For the registration of
every automobile of 20 horsepower and
above, but less than 30 horsepower,
110. For the registration of every au-
tomobile of 80 horsepower and above,
but less than 40 horsepower. 115. For
the registration of every automobile, of
40 horsepower and above, but less than
80 horsepower. 120. For the registra-
tion of evpry automobile of 50 horse-
power and above, but less than 80
horsepower, 225. For the registration
ef every automobile of «0 horsepower
and above, $30. For the registration of
motor vehicles owned by or under the
control of a manufacturer of or dealer
,in motor vehicles, If such persons op-
erate upon the public highways not
more than five automobiles, $50. and
118 for every automobile in excess of
five so operated. For the registration
of all of the motorcycles owned by or
under the control of a manufacturer
of or dealer 'in motorcycles who does
not manufacture or deal ln automo-
bile*, Including five seals to be fur-
nished with the certificates of regis-
tration, $5. For the registration of
every automobile and of the motor ve-
hicles owned by or under the control
of a manufacturer of or dealer !n motor
vehicles, who applies therefor during
the period beginning with the first day
of August and ending on the thirty-
first ffay of December, In any year, one-
half of the foregoing fees. For the
substitution of the registration of an
automobile for that of a vehicle pre-
viously registered In accordance with
the provisions of this net. $2. For the
substitution of the registration of a
motorcycle for that of a motorcycle
previously registered In accordance
with this act, $1. For every original
chauffeur's license to operate auto-
mobiles, $2. For the renewal of
any chauffeur's license to operate auto-
mobiles, $2. For every additional seal
of registration or license, 50c. For
every additional number plate fur-
nished to replace such plates as have
been lost or mutilated, or which are
illegible, and fer every additional num-
ber plate furnished to a manufacturer
of or dealer in motor vehicle* whose
business requires more than five pairs
of such plates, 75c. ? ? ?

**Sec 12?Every motor vehicle shall
be equipped with a bell, gong, horn,
whistle or other device in good working
order, capable of emitting an abrupt
sound adequate in quality and volume
to give warning of the approach of
such vehicle to pedestrians and to the
riders or drivers of animals or of other
vehicles and to persons entering or
leaving street, lnterurban and railroad
cars. No person shall sound such bell,
gong, horn, whistle or other device for
any purpose except as a warning of
danger.

"Sec, 28?Every motor vehicle when
moving in defiles, canyons or mountain
passes where the curvature of the road
or highway prevents a clear view for
a distance of 100 yards shall be held
under control and not permitted to
coast and the operator thereof ln ap-
proaching curves shall give a warning
of his approach with frequent blasts
or strokes of horn, bell, whistle, gong
or other adequate signaling device, and
upon all curves to the right shall keep

to the inside of said curve and upon
all curves to the left shall keep to the
outside of said curve.

"Sec. 13?The state engineering de-
partment may suspend or revoke the
registration of any motor vehicle or
the license issued to any person under
the provisions of this act, after due
hearing, for any cause which it may
deem sufficient, and may order the seal
and number plate or license to be de-
livered to it whenever lt appears upon
hearing that the holder thereof is an
Improper or incompetent person to op-
erate motor vehicles, or ls operating a
motor vehicle Improperly or so as to
endanger the public, and neither the
registration seal nor the license shall
be reissued unless, after a hearing, the
said department determines that the
operator or chauffeur should again be
permitted to operate."

Section 35 in part is as follows:
"All fees or other money paid to or

collected by the state treasurer under
the provisions of this act shall be
placed in a fund which shall be known
as the 'motor vehicle fund,' which fund
is hereby created; provided, that one-
half of the net receipts under this act
shall be returned to the counties from
;which received, as determined by the
places of residence of the persons to
whom the licenses are issued, and all
such amounts returned shall be paid
into the road funds of the several coun-
ties receiving the same. In th* event
that any county has not,established a
road fond. Its proportion of the re-
ceipts shall be retained by the state
until provision for such road fund has
been made, and it shall then be p».ld
over. For the purposes of this section
the city and county of San Francisco
shall be considered a county.''
