EDWARD NEWLAND DIES

—

Edward Newland, 85 years, pioneer
resident of Oakland, is dead. at the
home of his daughter, Mrs. Aléxander
Campbell, 2326 Webster street, Oak-
land. He enjoyed good health until
three or four days before his death.
The funeral will take place at 10:30
o’clock Monday morning from the
Campbell residence,

Mr. Newland's life was closely bound
up gvith the history of early California,
as he was one of the few survivors of
the “Days of "49.”" He was 21 years of
age, in Boston, when news came of the
gold strike in this state, and met out
with 360 other adventurous youths
early in 1849 on a chartered vessel for
the promised land. They arrived .at
San Francisco early in the®spring of
1850, and were called the “Spring of '60
Birds.”

Mr. Newland established a stage line
in San Francisco from North Beach to
South Park and amassed a fortune.
He became a member of the Vigilantes
and made the acquaintance of
Mackay, Fair, Ralston and Flood, and
later went to Oakland, in 1359, where
he engaged in the livery stable busi-
ness. His home here was a center of
the old social life of the city. He bred
several of the fastest race horses raised
in California, among them Hamble-
tonian and Pascora Hayward, and later
bred stock for Senator Stanford.

Newland retired 25 years ago to llve
with hg surviving children, Mrs. Alex-
ander Campbell, Mrs. Eugene Neustadt
and Edward A. Newland. .

A widow,
a daughter and a brother, Ellwood
Varney of Palo. Alto, survive.
