FANNING IN FORM

Charley Fanning was the main event
performer. He hurled a brand of ball
that entitled him to a shutout, and just |
because Ables happened to close his,
eyes and lift the ball over the right
field fence does not detract from the
glory that is coming to him.

Fanning whiffed 11 of the Commuters
to the bench on three strikes and he
had them well tamed at all times. His |
control was perfect and he seemed to
know exactly the weakness of every
Oaklander. He never was in danger,
so0 those two Oakland tallies were not
taken at all seriously.

When the home fans spied Lefty Per-
noll on the Oakland slad they scented
troubls, for this stocky southpaw has
been the most consistent performer the
Oaks have had on their staff all sea-
son.

But Pernoll was far from being a
£uccess. he best he had looked soft
to the Seals’ batsmen. He failed to
last six rounds, and while he worked
the Seals slashed away at the ball and
did splendid work with the big stick.

Ables was sent to the front as a last
resort, and it must be sald to his credit
that he kept his rivals away from the
plate. However, the major portion of
the damage had been done before the
glant left hander was appealed to.

The boys did not lose any time about
starting, either. Charles, the first bat-
ter to face Pernoll, struck out, and
then McArdle got a Texas leaguer out
to left fleld. Johnston followed with a
safe drive to right, and Schaller
slammed one at Cook, who booted the
ball momentarily.

Then followed a merry chase on the
bases. The Seal runners tore around
and dodged the ball as itewas passed
from one Oak to another. Finally Mc~
Ardle made a wild dash for the plate
end he was nailed, but Johnson pulled
up safely at third, while Schaller held
down the fort at the second station.

With two out of the way Pernoll
had the better of the argument. With
a little control he would have got by
very nicely, but he could not get a
line on the pan, issuing tickets to
Downs and Corhan, and thus forecing
in Johnston with a tally that never
should have made its appearance.

MAKING VICTORY CERTAIN

In order to make victory more cer-
tain, Roy Corhan picked out a nice lit-
tle bender in the next spasm and gave
the ball a free ride over the right field
fence. He was the first man up, and
his act convinced Manager Mitze of
the Oaks that he needed another slab-
ster, so he immediately officed Pernoll
out of the box and called upon his
other southpaw, Harry Ables.

This switch seemed to work like a
charm, for never another Seal could
make the circult of the bases. Ables,

for the first time since his recent
injury, displayed a line of stuff that
looked natural. He gave a splendid

exhibition of the pitcher's art during
the last four innings, and the home
fans shuddered to think of what might
have happened had he started against
the native chargers.

Ables must also be given credit for
performing the miracle which saved
his team from a coating of the white
stuff. With Guest on and two out of
the way, Ables closed both eyes and
uttered a prayer, which was answered,
for the ball sailed over the right field
fence. It was the first one that Harry
ever hit in his life, and maybe it will
prove to be the last.

Within a Couple of Weeks
Blue and Gold: Rugby
Stars Will Begin to
Prepare for Fray

It is now only a matter of a couple

of weeks before the University of Cali- |

fornia fooiball aspirants will “sign up”
for the heavy work ahead of them for
1913 season. Stanford varsity men, as
usual, will not be back at their cam-
pus until about two weeks later than
the blue and gold men. The season
will officially open at Berkeley about
September 1-—Labor day—when the
freshmen will be trotted out on th
fleld for the opening game.

The Rugby situation at the two big
universities this season looks te be one
wherein both colleges will have to
develop a lot of new material to re-
place the men who have graduated or
been lost through other causes. Both
teams have lost heavily, so that the
question of “veterans” will not be
much of an advantage to one or the
other of the teams.

The attack of all teams, whether
university, college or club, will show a
marked improvement this seadon. It
will be an improvement which will
bring the game to a muech higher
standard that it has ever attained here-
tofore. The improvement will be such
that the coming New Zealand team
will have a much harder set of games
to play than the Waratah team had to
go up against.

Even allowing that the teams have
lost many valuable men, there are
others to take their places. Right now
the situation may not look too bright
to a Callfornia or Stanford partisan,
but once the men come back to their
respective campus new material regis-
ters, and when the teams have had the
advantage of a month’s training and
the wheat i{s started to be sorted from
the chaff then the partisans of the
various teams will find that they are
going to have “as good if not a better,
team than last year.” It is usually the
case, and the prospects for the coming
geason are better than for any other
Year.

California has lost good men since
last year, so has Stanford, so has every
team. Most of the men lost to these
universities will be back in the game,
playing as membeu of one club or the
other.

The Olympics and Barbarians will
both profit by the universities losses,
while it i{s also rumored that a Uni-
versity of California alumn! team is to
take the fleld this year, It ig to be
hoped the rumor has some solid found-
ation. Such a team would be a big
thing for the sport, and it would be the
means of giving the two universities
stronger competition, besides adding
another club team which would make
the Barbs and Olympics hustle for the
club honors.

In Morris and Cass, California and
Stanford have lost two good scrum half
backs.

Erb is the biggest individual lou
that Stanford will suffer. Benny Is
without doubt one of the greatest fuli-
backs that has ever played the game
in any part of the world. He was a
team in himself. Xerne, Noble, Ris-
ling and Harrigan are four other back
field men that Stanford has lost, and
this is counterbalanced by Callfernia
with the loss of Stroud, Allen and
Evans.

In the forwards both California and
Stanford have lost some husky, fast,
aggressive players. Corbett, Schaupp,
Smith, Partridge and Sanborn will
leave a hole in Stanford scrum, but
then the loss of such men as Fletcher,
Fleming, King, Brant and Carpenter
are equally as disorganizing to the
blue and gold team.

Of last year's teams and reserves
California has good men returning to
college in Captain Peart. Peart Is go-
ing to be one big asset to California.
He is a natural born Rugby player,
and knows his game from A to Z.

Montgomery and Bogardus are two
good men to put in as fullback should
Peart be used further up the fleld.
Hayes, Graff, Gilanelll and ILane are
other high class men who will be going
strong as soon as the blue and gold
season opens.

Stanford will have a new man in
Dan Carroll, the speedy winger of-the
Waratah team.

Andrews is another lad of last year
who should just about make the Stan-
ford backfield, while Charlie Austin is
intending to register at Stanford, and
this will ably fiil the position left va-
cant by Risling,

Ernie Risling, a brother of Bert, is
also scheduled to register.

Urban, Thorburn and Reeves are
three vets who wiil make things lgok
bright for the cardinal adherents.
