Famed Seal Southpaw Wins
Game After Pitching 11

Inning Shutout

Lefty L*ifleld. the far famed south-
paw, late of Pittsburg and still later
of Chicago, broke into the Pacific Coast
league as a Seal slabster yesterday

morning on the Oakland lot and he

celebrated his advent by pitching an
11 inning shutout game and then
breaking it up with a two sacker. How
could any pitcher have done more?

The work of Lelfleld was as sensa-
tional as was graceful and attrac-

tive. He seemed to know the weakness
of every Oak who faced him and his
six hits were kept so well scattered
along the line of battle that they failed
to do any good. Most of them were
of the scratchy, infield variety. The
harder the Oaks swung on the ball
the less they profited.

After the game had passed the ninth
inning stage and neither team could
put a tally across, the fans were be-
ginning to fear that It might have to
be called on account of the time limit,
for Jack Killilaywas quite as effective
as l,eifteld and he received grand sup-
port from his teammates. No wonder
that they looked for a drawn battle.

But Cartwright started the Seals on
their way in round 11, after Corhan
had faded. He was hit in the ribs
by a slow one and then he got away
with a steal of second. Clarke ad-
vanced him to third on an infield out,
after which hanged a sizzling

two packer into the left garden and
the exciting tie was at last broken.

Right here one of the most peculiar
plays of the season was pulled and the
new pitcher was the victim. The ball
