THExBILLBOARDS
To billboards as such there is no

destructive objection. Any one who
has seen the advertising kiosks of

Paris knows that they may become
an attractive feature of the streets.

France has developed a true school of
minor but real art in its poster artists,

who are as worthy in their way as any

members of other branches of the fine
arts.

The objection to the American bill-
board is that it is usually huge, j
sprawling, coarse and crude in design

and color, with no perception or sug-

gestion of art of any character, and
to the eye is more of a nuisance than
an attraction, thus failing in the pur-

pose for which it was intended.
San Francisco is full of such sprawl-

ing, objectionable signs, though there
are exceptions.

It is to be hoped that the statement

made by one of the interested parties

is true?that we will4 have the most

beautiful billboards in the world in
1915.

The supervisors have passed ordi-
nances regulating size, height and lo-
cation of signs, but have not enforced
them.

It would be a good thing for the
city if a committee could be appointed
to study tlie whole subject, taking into
consideration all interests affected,

and prepare a comprehensive report

regulating everything connected with
the billboards.

We have a municipal art commis-
sion to pass on statues offered to the
public. The billboards throughout the
city are more conspicuous to the eye

than an*y statues and need regulation

quite as much.
As the supervisors seem somewhat

uncertain as to the enforcement of
their own ordinances, why not, in or-
der to make sure of attractive street
billboards, refer the whole subject to
a committee of public spirited citizens
to report, on both the practical and
the esthetic side of the question, what
to do with the billboards?

Billboards, if allowed, ought to or-
nament, not disfigure, the streets.

ALASKA'S AGRICULTURAL
OPPORTUNITIES

When Seth Mann's report to Presi-
dent Wilson, as his special repre-
sentative on an 8,000 mile trip through
the territory, is made public, a fur-
ther and needed argument tor federal
stimulus in the development of Alaska
may be expe<-'

The few . , Mann has
made for pu'. . since his return
from his trip indicate that he has
been much impressed both by the
opportunities and the needs of Alaska.

Mr. Mann has discovered what few
people who have not seen for them-
selves can be made to believe?that
Alaska is a country of great agricul-
tural possibilities, a fact which can
not be too often repeated with
emphasis.

So long ago as 1898 a preliminary
agricultural reconnaissance of Alaska
was had under the direction of the
office of experiment stations.

Professor Georgeson, who, since
then, has had charge" of the Alaska
experiment station and has done won-
derful work, both in outlining the
agricultural possibilities and also in
actual performance, reported that
there were al least 110,000 square
miles of agricultural and pastoral land
in Alaska available for future settle-
ment. .

Mr. Mann has discovered for him-
>elf that vegetables, hay and grain
art raised successfully both in the
interior as well as on the coast.

Professor Georgeson has been

working at the problem of providing
grains, fruits and vegetables most
suitable for cultivation in Alaska,
ready for the time when the flood
of immigration there begins, which is
inevitable as soon as the opportunities
become fully known to the people of
northern Europe and they find that
they can be landed there by way of
the Panama canal for no great sum
in advance of what it costs to land
in New York.

The idea that Alaska is a region
of fogs and glaciers on the coast and
of perpetual snow in the interior will
soon disappear, especially when the
president of the United Stat.es thinks
the territory important enough to send
a personal representative to report,

and it is known that he is much im-
pressed by the opportunities for agri-
culture, all of which will probably
be made public with the authority of
the president behind it.

MISS SALLY AND MR. JAMES
That was a funny scrap in the board

of education Tuesday between Miss
Sally Jones and Mr. James E. Power.

Both Miss Sally and Mr. James are
members of the board. If one has
any more right to speak with author-
ity on educational subjects than the

other has the public does not know it.
It seems that Miss Sally and Mr.

James disagreed over the appointment
of a teacher of clay modeling. Mr.
James told Miss Sally that no primary
teacher was in a position to criticise a
high school teacher. Miss Sally, who
is, was, might, could or would have
been a primary school teacher, de-
clared this statement to be a "deadly
insult." Close scrutiny does not show
any good reason why Mr. James
should have said what he did or why
Miss Sally should have said what she
did.

If Miss Sally and Mr. James would
not take themselves so all fired seri-
ously and not talk piffle about trifles,
would it not be better for the schools
of San Francisco?

MORMONS ABANDON MEXICO
President Joseph Smith is quoted as

saying the Mormon church has de-
cided to abandon its Mexican colo-
nization scheme and will turn to

southern Alberta.
Whether this decision is due to the

unsettled condition of Mexico or to
the unwillingness of the Mormon
proselytes, most of whom came from
England and Scandinavia,'to go to a
country where English is not spoken
is not stated. It is probable that both
reasons have been operative.

Canada has been the scene of sev-

eral attempts at religio-social colo-
nies, of which those of the Doukho-
bors attracted the most attention.

In new countries such colonies are
frequent. They generally end in ab-
sorption in the commonwealth.

That has been the case in this
country with any new movement of
the sort except that of the Mormons
themselves. Massachusetts, Pennsyl-
vania, Ohio and lowa were the scenes
of numerous religio-social colonies
about the middle of the last century.
Practically all of them have disap-
peared, but the Mormons have per-

sisted. Willthey become absorbed in
Canada? Probably yes, ultimately,
but it will take time to decide just
what is the real vitality of this re-

markable organization.

seven men connected with the ord-
nance board of the German army

shows that there was some fire under
the smoke started by the socialist
deputy, Doctor Liebknecht, in April.

His charge was one of corruption?
that officers connected with the war
office had accepted bribes from the
great gun making firm.

That the officers convicted were
lieutenants, and not generals, does not
minimize either their offense or the
truth of Doctor Liebknecht's

Such a scandal concerning the Ger-
man army is easier to gloss over
there than it would be here; but, like
all other scandals of the sort, it does
not seem to make as deep an im-
pression on the public mind as the
circumstances warrant.

It
is not much more than a century since
it was tolerated for, a member of the
British ministry to engage as a broker
of patronage. Not so now in any
nation. While not so much public
outcry is made as there was a few
years ago, yet effective work in sup-
pressing graft is done without much
fuss, as in this case of the Krupp
scandal. /

Optimistic After Several
Conferences With

President Bush

SHORT LINE TO SAN
FRANCISCO DISCUSSED

Southern Idaho Business
Looked Attractive to New

Head of Gould System

(Special Dispatch to Tue Call)

BOISE, Idah*> Aug. 6.?A. R. Cruzen,

who, together with W. E. pierce and
A. E. Carlson, went to San Francisco
a week ago to call on President B. F.
Bush of the Western Pacific railroad,

has returned. While Mr. Cruzen de-
clares there is nothing definite to an-
nounce to the public and that comple-
tion of the survey now in progress be-
tween this city and Winnemucca must
be awaited, still conditions are entire-
ly satisfactory to the entire committee.

"I could not undertake to make any
&nnouncements«for a man of the abil-
ity and experience of Mr. Bush or of
his standing in the financial and rail-
way world. Any announcements to be
made must be made hy him.

"I can say, however, that our com-
mittee was granted audience with Mr.
Bush upon several occasions and we
went over withhim thoroughly every
phase of the railroad .situation here in
Idaho, and especially in and around
Boise. *"We found that he was very much
interested In anything we had to say;
that he was already very well posted
upon this country and that he is very
much interested in it.

RIO GRANDE AFTER BUSINESS

"The Rio Grande system, of which
the Western Pacific has become a part,
Is after business along its western
lines. Mr. Bush gave us his assurance
that he proposed to get all that busi-
ness possible to get. We did the best
we could to convince him that there is
more business in southern Idaho than
in any other section of the entire west
that it is possible for the system he
represents to reach. We have reason
to believe that our representations
made some favorable impression upon
President Bush.

"Without reference to any statements
of President Rush, I can say that I tee!
Jusi as confident as one can feel that
anything that has not yet happened

will happen, that a railroad will be
built, connecting Boise with Han Fran-
cisco through Winnemucca. At any rate
the surveys have been In prog-
ress since last spring will be pushed
as rapidly as possible.

"The surveyors are now on this side
of Jordan valley, and they should reacli

the Snake river about September 1.
After the survey is completed and the
cost of the road definitely ascertained,'
1 think the people of this section of
the state may expect to hear some defi-
nite good news. I shall myself be
greatly disappointed and surprised if
anything should develop in the mean-
time to prevent this."
