GEARY SURPLUS LIKELY
T0 BE SPENT FOR BONDS

Legality of Plan to Put
$200,000 Fund to Work
Being Investigated

Instead of tapping the city treasury
to pay its expenses, the muricipal rail-
way is now in a position to help out
the city by buying unsold municipal

bonds with the surplus in the Geary:

street bond fund.

If the plan now being considered by
the finance committee of the super-
visors is legal, the $200,000 lying idle
in the treasury can be utilized to dbuy
other municipal bonds, thus supplying

needed cash for hospital and city hall
work. At the same time the 5 per cent
interest on the bonds bought will swell
the profits of the Geary street road.

When the municipal rallway was
completed the supervisors for a time
contemplated using the $200,000 surplus
in the bond fund to build the Van Neas
avenue line. The proposed bond issue
of $3,600,000, however, includes the Van
Ness road, so that the $200,000 can be
devoted to buying city bonds for which
there have been so far no takers.

The bonds will mature before July 1,
1914. The city attorney will be asked
to pass on the matter before it is sub-
mitted to the board of supervisors.

VENTURA 1N FACTIONS
OVER MARICOPA ROAD

Grand Jury Report Against
Mountain Highway Causes
Lively Row in County

(Special Dispatch to The Call)

OXNARD, Aug. 10.—An automobile
road from the San Joaquin valley
across the mountains to the coast is
causing controversy among the coast
towns from San Lufs Obispo to Ven-
tura. The legislature provided for the
maintenance of the road, when built, as
part of the gtate highway system.
This road was to run from Bakersfleld
to Maricopa and across the coast range
to Ventura. The Bakersfleld-Maricopa
part is being built and about 12 miles
of mountain road In the Cuyama val-
ley has been constructed by the ranch-
ers there. Santa Barbara and San
Luis Obispo have expressed their wil-
lingness to builld the portions of the
road, as surveyed, lying in their coun-
ties. After the viewing of the road by

'a committee the Ventura county grand

Jury reported against the construction
as impractical and too expensive. Now
Ventura county is divided in factions
for and against the road and the con-
troversy is none too good natured.

Santa Barbara wants the road, and
the Chamber of Commerce is investi-
gating the matter. San Luis Obispo is
after it, and wherever an available ter-
minus on the coast can be found the
people are saying, ‘If Ventura doesn’t
want it, we do.” People of Maricopa
and the interior are Impatient for ac-
tion, saying they want a road to the
coast, shorter than to the northern or
southern beaches.

A good roads meeting was held in
Ventura this week, at which a com-
mittee of several was appointed to in-
vestigate the practicability of the road.
As first surveyed $350.000 was esti-
mated as the cost of the road across
the mountains. This Is believed to be
too high. A bond issue for $1,000,000
or $1,600,000 will probably soon be pre-
sented to the people of Ventura county
for road building. Whether or not the
Maricopa road will be included is
doubtful.

ARMY BOARD SUSTAINS
ALL TREASON CHARGES

Private Waldo Coffman Will Be Tried
Again Immediately Upon
New Counts

FORT BTEVENS, Ore.,, Aug. 10.—The
first trial of Private Waldo Coffman,
accused of treasonable utterances, has
been concluded before a court martial
here and the results placed before a
reviewing board.

theme of the sermon. The simplicity
of the faith and religion which bhinds

Slowly, after his benediction, the
aged prelate turned to his seat, his
face illuminated by the Iimpressive

silence which followed his last words

of teachings, a silence which seemed
would never break, as thousands of Sir
Knights, with bowed heads, breathed
their silent prayers for the preserva-
tion of him whose precepts they had

heard.

The grand prelate was deeply
touched by this strong masculine
token of affection and reverence, and

tears hung in his eyes as he faced his
followers once more.

Grand Prelate Ohl lifted his hand.
