A pinch hitting- stunt by Outfielder

Two more lady swimmers have in-
scribed their names* on the roll of fame
as open water distance swimmers by
crossing the Golden gate. Mrs. Myrtle
Wright and Miss Dolly Meyer yester-
day made the swim from Fort point
to Lime point, the former taking 1 hour
and 31 seconds, while Miss Meyer re-
quired 1 hour and 2s * minutes for the
Journey.

The swim was conducted by the Cali-
fornia Life Saving and Swimming club.

Captain Clark once more struck the
right moment to send the two swim-
mers away.

Miss Meyer was fortunate in making
the crossing. She was slower than Mrs.
Wright, and this fact gave her a big
battle against the ebb tide when she
reached the Marin shor*#.

The two girls were started by Cap-
tain Clark a little after 11 o'clock yes-
terday morning, and both swimmers
kept together until the buoy off Fort
point was reached. From this point
on Mrs. Wright showed better speed
and made almost a direct line for Lime
point, reaching her destination 27 min-
utes and 29 seconds ahead of Miss i
Meyer. Mrs. Wright finished in good !
condition.

When Dolly Meyer was unable to ;
keep up the faster pace it was a ques-
tion whether she could make the dis- i
tance, and had it not been for her j
strength as a swimmer she would not j
have been arfle to make her goal. The
hour and a half in the water had its ;
effect on the swimmer and she was ex-
hausted when taken out.
