BF EIVEN EVENINGS

Technical as Well as Sub-
jects of General Interest
. Will Be Offered
Admission for the Most Part
Will Not Necessitate Uni-
versity Matriculation

BERKELEY, Aug. 17.—In an effort
to lay more generally before the peo-
ple than at present the advantages the
University of California has to offer,
the extension department has an-
nounced that a number of evening
courses of technical and general inter-

est will be given during the coming |
semester.

Several courses designed especially
for teachers will be glven in addition
to these on Saturday and other after-
noons and also in the evening,

Three groups, of courses are to be
given. One group is in the department
of economics. A class in introductory
economics will be organized the even-
ing of August 26 at 7:30 o'clock. A
second in cost accounting will be
started Tuesday evening at the same
hour and a third in public accounting
Wednesday evening, also at the same
time, all of these belng in room 111,
Californla hall. These courses are de-
signed especially for bank and com-
mercial accountants.

For teachers a group of courses will
be given including school organization
and administration, introduction teo
educational methods, school manage-
ment, practice of teaching, the high
school, study and presentation and
playgrounds and recreation. Among
the teachers giving the courses will be
Professor Ira W. Howerth, Professor
C. E. Rugh, Assistant Professor Thomas
and Mr, Rogers.

The department of geography is to
offer two courses, one in fleld work
for the study of land forms and the
other in meteorology.

General culture courses of a wider
appeal are offered in two departments.
Assoclated Professor C, W. Wells will
give a course in the teaching of Eng-
lish, but in the same department
Doctor Smithson will offer a course in
“The History of the English Language.”
In the Greek department, Professor O.
M. Washburn, will give work In
“Greek Life from the Monuments.”

Admission to most of these courses
will not necessitate enrollment in the
university but the admission require-
ments differ in the several courses.

Information regarding admission,
dates of enrollment and other details
will be furnished by the university ex-
tension department.

ENROLLMENT OF 5,000
IS EXPECTED AT U. C.

Teoday Upper Clasamen and Graduates
Register; Instruction Will Start
Tomorrow for New Term

BERKELEY, Aug, 17.—Instruction in
the University of California will start
Tuesday for the new term.

HARRISON TO DELIVER
30 LECTURES ON LAW

San Francisco Attorney to Direct Uni-
versity Extension Course Before
Banking Institute Chapter

OAKLAND, Aug. 17.—A course of 30
lectures on banking and commercial
law by Maurice Harrison, San Fran-
cisco attorney and lecturer in the de-
partment of jurisprudence in the Uni-
versity of California, has been an-
nounced for the coming term of educa-
tional work in the Oakland chapter of
the American Institute of Banking. The
work will be conducted under charge of
the University of California through
the University Extension society.

The term will open September 23, and
classes will be held Tuesday evenings.
Those passing the closing examinations
will be awarded full credit toward a
certificate of the American Institute of
Banking and two credits toward a uni-
versity degree.

FEATHER WEIGHT IS DEAD

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah, Aug. 18.—
Ad Zotte, feather weight boxer of
Stockton, Cal, died here at 1 o'clock
this morning of peritonitis, following
three operations, He was taken to
the hospital seven weeks ago, two days
after & bout, to a draw, with Jimm
Walsh of Boston, -
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At the First Baptist church yesterday
morning Pastor George E. Burlingame
preached on “The Missing Name; The
Answer of Christianity to the Groping
Soul.” The biblical passage on which
the sermon was based was the narra-
tive of the conversion of the Ethiopian
treasurer through the personal instruc-
tion of Philip, as recounted in the

eighth chapter of Acts. The text was
the words of the Ethloplan: “Of whom
speaketh the prophét thus? Of him-
self or of some other?”

Mr. Burlingame sald, in part:

“The pathos of ages of human long-
ing, of the heart hunger of a race, lies
in these words. It is the outery of a
soul groping In the darkness for a de-
liverer.

“The soul will not rest short of God.
It has to deal with weakness, with pain,
with sorrow, with temptation and sin—
hounds which give It pursuit with pitl-
less persistence. In its extremity It
reaches out for help, ‘an infant crying
in the night, an infant erying for the
light, and with no language but a
cry.’

“Such an inquirer needs a guide.
When the soul of man ia groping for
the missing name It 1s time for one
who has the answer to make swift re-
sponse. God had need of one to fly into
tﬁe desert to meet and guide this grep-
ing soul, and so he chose his servant
Philip, a ‘minute man,’ ready to go
wherever God might send him, even
into a hard field and face to face with
an unpromising task. The holy spirit
who called him was preparing the way
for him. The history of the early
church and the history of the modern
missionary enterprise are a record of
the leadership of the holy spirit in the
activities of the people of Chriat. He
prepares the groping soul to receive the
word, and he prepares the witnessing
soul to give the word. Phillp brought
to this'inquirer the missing name, the
name of Jesus. ‘Of whom speaketh the
prophet? Of himeelf or of some other?
And Phillp ogengd his mouth and
preached unto him Jesus.'

TALKS ON PARABLE

Using as his theme “The Parable of
the Prodigal Son,” Rev. Harold 8. Tut-
tie at the Bethany Congregational
church said in part:

“He took a jousney Into a far coun-
try—this pleasure loving youth—long
betore his father saw him start down
the road with his share of the family

“Inté6 whatever country the prodigal
has gone—the slime or the desert—the
father's love watches for the first sign
of turning, the first indication of pur-
pose to reassume those obligations to
the moral needs of society that give
the marks of true sonship, and with
the first step homeward is given that
sense of joy and satisfaction that
proves the father's welcome.

“This telling parable of Jesus’' is not
addressed merely nor even chiefly to
the drunkard who grovels in the gut-
ter; to the woman who sells her virtue
and her inner joy for gold; nor to the
criminal who does penance inside the
walls of S8an Quentin prison. It is di-
rected to the man who takes his share
of his possessions of whatever kind and
separates himself from those conditions
and relations that make life wholesome
and inspiring.

To become
a Christian does not mean to stultify

Practically every college and uni-
versity president in North America is
a professed Christian; three-fourths of
the professors also, and eve other
student. The call 1s to the affections.
Sald rist, the first commandment s,
thou /shalt love God, and the second,
thou shalt love thy neighbor. While
Paul declared what we well know to
be true, that the greatest thing in the
world is love, g

And the love of the true Christian is
what Walt Whitman calls a robust
love; not sickly sentimentality that
drivels, but healthy serntiment that
works. And the call is addressed to
the will. The revelation of God, as
we have it in Christ, enlightens the
mind, kindles the affections, and moves
the will, ,

Thus the call of the Highest is an
appeal to the whole man to become a
wholesome, healthy man. It is not a
call to take on something externally,
but to become something within. We
find our true manhood and womanhood
as we follow the Son of Man.

HE SOCIAL CRISIS
AND THE CHURCH

“The Social Crisis and the Church”
was the topic used by Rev. E. R.
Dille, pastor of the Central Methodist
church. He said, in part:

“The social crisis today means that a
new emphasis is being put upon the
relations of men to-each other, and
that an effort is being made to trans-
form the individual and transform so-
clety by reconstructing all human rela-
3033 in accordance with the will of

od.

‘“Now, this thought of social service
i{s not a new thing in.the church. So-
clal betterment has not been a mere
by-product of Christianity; it is a
chief output.

“The first great labor movement i
history Is described in the book o
Exodus . The word, exodus, literally,
means ‘the way out’ and the beok
describes the means by which a whole
nation made their way out of industrial
slavery to Industrial freedom.

-“The second great labor movement in
history is described ih the New Testa-
ment and its leader was the carpenter
of Nazareth. Harnack, the gredt Ger-
man scholar, says that the early Chris-
tian church was the first labor union.
In the fourth chapter of Acts we learn
that when members of the church,
which then, as now, was éomposed
chiefly of working people, weére un-
justly thrown out of employment, the
other members were levied on to sup-
port them, just as labor unions now
tax themselves to support their com-
rades.

‘““The church {s responsible for the
soclal revolution of today because she
created it. Says Benjamin Kidd, ih
‘Social Evolution,’ ‘the revolution which
is taking place in human affairs today
is not primarily intellectual or indus-
trial, but religious,” and Rauschenbusch
says ‘there are two entities in life—
the human soul and the human race—
and religion must save both.’

“Changing & man’s environment does
not touch his inner character. Put a
man in the slums who has the spirit of
God in him, and he will turn the slums
into a garden of the Lord; put a man
in the fairest environment who has
slum in his heart and he will change
his surronudings into a slum. What the
world needs {s not more government
from without but more government
from within. To make a man good you
must begin with himself—not at the
circumference of his life, but at the
center of it. The kingdom of God is
within you if it is anywhere.”
