WOMAN 15 SLAIN
BYHOTEL ROBBER

Lining Victims Against Wall,
Bandit Takes Valuables
and Fires Fusillade

EVERETT, Wash., Aug. 18.—Edwin
Tungren, aged 30, engineer at the Index
Galena mill in Index, 230 miles from
Everett, early this morning lined five
people up against the wall of the Gray
hotel and after robbing them fired a
fussillade from two pistols, killing
Dorothy Dunbar, proprietor of the ho-
tel,, and wounding two others. Tungren
escaped.

The Injured are a travellng man
named Dean of Seattle, shot through
the lung, condition serious, and George
Kramer of Everett, shot through hip,
nose, arm and 1ip.

Tungren refused to leave the hotel
when Mrs. Dunbar asked him to go at
closing hour. Instead, he drew a pistol
and ordered her to stand agalnst the
wall. Four men in an adjoining room
were called out by Tungren and also
stood up.,

Mrs. Dunbar started to run. Tungren
shot her In the hip and head, killing
her instantly. Kramer, though wound-
ed, grappled with the murderer and
wrested his weapons away.

TYPHOON DEALS DEATH
ALONG CHINESE COAST

United States Gunboat, Caught in Fur-
fous Storm, Fires Signal of Dis-
tress

HONGKONG, Aug. 18.—A typhoon
which raged here yesterday attained a
veloeity of 105 miles an hour and when
it was at its helght caused the gunboat
Wilmington, attached to the third divis-
ion of the United States Asiatic fleet,
to fire distress signals.

MACAO, Aug. 18.—One hundred and
fifty fishermen were drowned and many
junks were wrecked in the roadstead
by the typhoon which yesterday swept
the Chinese coast.

Durkee Asserts Only Small
Number Repudiated the
Subscriptions

Exposition subscriptions have been
met promptly in the majority of cases,
declares Rodney S. Durkee, comptroller
of the Panama-Pacific exposition, in a
statement issued yesterday. He points
out the small number of delinquencies.

At the same time an incidental shot is
fired at Rudolph Spreckels, who told the
exposition attorneys last week that he
did not trust the men who controlled
the corporation.

“Out of 14,000 subscribers the per-
centage of those who desire to pay and
can not and those who are able to do
80 and do not want to is markedly
small,” asserts Mr. Durkee.

“In some cases 111 advised subscribers
who have not taken the trouble to as-
certain facts in regard to the careful
management of the exposition have
flatly refused to make payment, al-
though able to do so. Report has been
made that agents of one or more brief-
less barristers have sought to Influence
subscribers not to pay on the pretense
that the subscription contracts are not
binding and that the exposition will be
forced to accept less than the subscrip-
tion contracts call for.”

Eight judgments have already been
obtained by the exposition on subscrip-
tion contracts in both the superior court
and the justices’ court, states Mr. Dur-
kee, and in several other suits the de-
fendants, who originally refused to pay,
are now paying.

Six suits were filed yesterday by F.
8. Brittain, the exposition attorney.
This brings the total number of suits
up to 69.

Germany Urged to Reconsider

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—Germany's
decislon not to partlclpatw in the Pan-
ama-Paciflc exposition, officlal advices
of which were received today, does not
deter the state department officials from
hoping that by further considerations
it may be possible to induce the Berlin
government ultimately to accept the in-
vitation. What further considerations
to Germany in return for participation
are not discussed.

John Barrett, director general of the
Pan-American union, today sent a ca-
blegram to the London Chamber of
Commerce urging the organization “to
encourage British manufacturers to ex-
‘| hibit at San Francisco even if the gov-
ernment did not officlally participate.”

WIFE BRINGS HUSBAND'S
BODY OVER 32 MILE TRAIL

Woman Fashions a Rude Coffin and,
Loading It on Mule, Arrives
in Redding

REDDING, Aug. 17.—This little city
pald homage today to a courageous
little woman, Mrs. M. P. Stribling, who,
early this morning, after completing a
32 mile trip over the mountains, led
into Grizzly Gulch a tired pack mule
on whose back, in a rude coffin of pine
boards lay her dead husband’s body.

The woman’s husband was killed and
hls partner Injured in a mining acecl-
dent Friday in the heart of the moun-
tains of Trinity county. The responsi-
bility of getting her husband’'s body to
Redding and obtaining medical aid for
the injured partner was left to the
lone woman. Mrs. Stribling provided
the Injured man with necessities to
sustain life until she got help, made a
rude coffin and placed her husband’'s
body in it.
