MADISON, Wis, Aug. 23.—A new
use for the despised English sparrow
has been found by T. H. Parks of the
Idaho Agricultural college and James
C. Sanders of the Unlversity of Wis-

consin

The scientists, working together
against a pest known as the alfaifa
weevil, have demonstrated that the
pest is not spread through the seed of
alfalfa, as the weevil feeds on the
leaves and stem of the plant. It thus

becomes a natural food of the spar-
row,

The weevil is of foreign birth, but
its importation has done great
damage and at one time threatened
the alfalfa industry in Utah, Idaho and
southern Wyoming. It caused great
alarm among the growers of the mid-
dle west also.

TALLEST SKYSGRAPER N
WORLD FOR NEW YORK

———

Pan-American Association
Plans 901 Foot Building as
Enduring Monument

NEW YORK, Aug. 23.—A skyscraper
whose topmost tower will rise 901 feet
above the curb is planned by the Pan-
American States association.

Unless i{deas miscarry it will be built
in this city, constructed wholly of ma-

terials from the Latin-American re-
publics, will wrest from the Woolworth
bullding the distinction of being the
world's tallest habitable structure, and
will be ready for occupancy with the
opening of the Panama-Pacific expo-
sition in California in 1915.

Such, at least, are the tentative plans
of the promoters.

Specifications for the structure have
been drawn and will be given to a
building committes of the assoclation
for review and acceptance. Francis
H. Kimball, designer of notable down-
town skyscrapers, made the plans. The

estimated cost of the structure {is
$9,000,000. The site has not yet been
selected. It is intended to erect the

building as an enduring monument to
Pan-American industry.

The Woolworth bullding, now the
tallest in the world, is 760 feet high;
;he Metropolitan, {ts nearest rival, 700
eet.

Judge Thinks Persons With
Children Should Be De-
" nied Remarriage -

Half Relatives Worse Than
Orphans, He Says, Attack-
ing Divorce Evil -

The evil of divorce, dmﬂbed. by
Judge Graham as a growing plague
of socliety, is attacked by him In a
written opinion filed yesterday in the
superior court, when, against his own
desires, he was compelled. under the
 statutes to grant an interlocutory de-
cree of divorce to Mrs, Alice Ender-
son from Louis Enderson, a céarpenter.

A new problem confronted the judge,

for Enderson had two children by a for-
mer marriage, and one by Mrs. Ender-
son. The husband declared that his
wife neglected his stepchildren. She
charged him with cruelty.

“My experience i{n cases of this kind.”
says Judge Graham in the opinion, “has
been, except in rare instances, that it
is impossible for a mother to look with
the same kindly eyes on the children of
a former marriage that she does upon
her own, f ¢

“One of the strongest arguments
| against our divorce evi]l is the appalling
condition that results from the parties
remarrying and bringing other children
into the world. The family becomes a
labyrinth in which blood is crossed
with allen blood, life with life, name
with name, a group of diverse psychol-
ogles and physiognomles, half brothers
and half sisters, relatives and strangers
at the same time.

“And what becomes of these chil-
dren, demarcated by a dlverse paternity
and maternity? They are worse than
orphans, for they imbtbhe, with maternal
love, hatred for their father, as the
evidence shows in this case, or they
take lessons from their father’s lips
in cursing their mother.

“For: the sake of the children the
parents should ke separated, but also
for the sake of the children the parent
should not be permitted to remarry.”
