CAMP PERRY, O, Aug. 30.—The
last events of the National Rifle as-
sociation program were shot here to-
day. Tomorrow will be a day of rest.

Brigadier General Evans, command-
er of the camp, and M. D. Merillon
of France, president of the Interna-
tion Union of National Rifle assocla-
tions, have exchanged formal felicita-
tlons © over the progress of the
matches.

“The French team today practiced on
the 75 yard revolver range and with
rifles on the 1,000 yard range.

Practically every foreign shooter
will- be on the firing line when the
individual matches open Monday.

The first stage of the United Service
match, the 200 yard surprise fire,
ended with the United States army
team in first place with a score of 922
points. Other scores were:

United States Marine corps, second,
914; United States navy, third, 903;
national guard, fourth, $80.

At the conclusion of the third stage,
the 1,000 yarg slow fire, when the
marine corps team had taken the
lead with a score of 2,705, and the
navy had jumped from third to sec-
ond with a score of 2,691, the chances
of the army, which had slumped from
first to third with a score of* 2,669,
appeared to be dwindling. However,
in the last stage the army took a
big brace and, by making a run of
1,745, regained the lead.

GEAMAN-AMERICAN
SONDER BOAT RAGE

Only International Sailing
Yacht Event of This
Year

MARBLEHEAD, Mass, Aug. 30.—
The only international sailing yacht
race in American waters this year
will take place off here next week in
the fifth German-American sander
boat contest.

As in former years, the two coun-
tries will be represented by teams of
three boats each, selected with much
care and manned by expert Corinthian
sailors.

The challenging fleet {s composed
of the Angela VI, owned by his impe-
rial and royal highness, Crown Prince
Willilam of Germany; the Serum,
owned by Waldemar Tietgens of Ham-
burg, and the Wittlesbach X, owned
by Christof Alt of Berlin.

The defenders are the Sima, owned
by Guy Lowell of Boston; the Ellen,
owned by Charles P. Curtis of Boston,
and the Sprig, owned by John L. Sal-
tonstall of Boston.

The races will be salled In Massa-
chusetts bay. The courses will be
alternately windward and leeward
and triangular, the former being 12
miles, or twice to the outer mark,
three miles from the start, and re-
turn. In the other course the sides
of the triangle will be two. and one-
half miles, and the yachts will sail
twice around.

The races will be held on Tuesday,
Wednesday and Friday of next week
and on Monday of the following week,
provided no postponements are neces-
sary throughlack of wind, there being
a five hour limit on each race.

The owner of the yacht which first
wins three races, or which wins the
fifth race In the series, will receive a
massive silver cup, for which Presi-
dent Wilson stands as sponsor, while
the second prize, awarded on points.
is given personally by Governor Foss
of Massachusetts.
