38 TEAR HOARD

IN CITY BONDS
Aged Contractor Staggers

to Window of McDou-
gald's Office With a

Sackful of Gold

MONEY ONCE IN
CLAY STREET BANK

Withdrawn Just Before
Failure of Institution

in 1875

After keeping his money in a can-
vas sack for 38 years, a pioneer con-
tractor showed his faith in the city's

future yesterday by investing $25,000
In 5 per cent city hall bonds.

Treasurer McDougald declares that
he is bound to keep the aged invest-
or's name a secret, following the same
policy which he pursues in cases of
other bond purchasers who prefer
that their financial transactions re-
main confidential.

The contractor, who gave his age
fa 82, drove up to the treasurer's of-
fice in a buggy and staggered to the
cashier's window with a sack of gold

The sack, yellow with age, was la-
beled "Clay Street Bank." The old
man explained that he had drawn his
money from the Clay Street bank just
before its failure in 1875, and since
then had kept it in the sack, whether
at home or in a safe deposit box the

DUMPS «25.000 OX COUNTER
"I want to buy city bonds with

this," said the aged investor, dumping
the $25,000 in a heap upon the counter.

The money was all in $20 gold
pieces, all bearing dates prior to 1875.

"We have some first class school
bonds," said McDougald.

"No," replied the old man," I had
enough of schools when I was a boy.
I'm not bothered much about educa-
tion these days." ' .

"How about some 5 per cent hos-
pital bond?" inquired the treasurer.

"Don't care for them either," said
the contractor. "Was never sick a
day in my life. What else have you?"

"Why, city hall bonds, the best
ever," said the alert city salesman.

"Just what I want," said the pio-
neer. "I saw the cornerstone "of the
old city hall laid and I want to live
to see the new building finished. I
remember you, Mr. McDougald, when
you were a lad, an apprentice in the
marble trade, and I've known Jim
Holph's father for years. I have a
heap of trust in cthis city's future
and in Mayor Rolph. Give me city

When she
learned that she could she promised
to take $7,000 worth Wednesday.

A young man, who won $2,500 in a
lottery, invested the money in bonds.

McDougald was also informed that
100 employes of the Geary street mu-
nicipal railway are ready to buy one
$100 bond when those for the new mu-
nicipal railway extensk.ns are issued.
Each employe will subscribe $1.

"The city bond business is certain-
lybrisk," smiled McDougald. "I can
guarantee to sell, from inqufrfeS and
offers which I have on file, $T7600,000
worth of the new railway bonds if
the supervisors give them to me in
certificates of $100 each."

EASTERN MEDICINE
CURES CHINESE

Prescription Orders Metal
Needles Stuck Into

Human Body

Pulverized Dead Things
Are Good Among the

Ignorant Believers

The introduction into China of west-
ern knowledge is destined to work a
complete revolution in medical and
surgical practice in the Fowery King-
dom. One of the things that is going
and now nearly gone Is what is
called "acapuncture," or pricking

with needles. This mode of treating

disease consist;? in sticking of long

needles of silver or gold into the
body or members of the sufferer and
then pulling them out, as housewives
sometimes test their cakes with a
broom straw to see if they are done,
says the Kansas City Star.

Reliable authorities, according to
the Pathfinder, tell of many cases in
which this heroic system has brought
about cures. Perhaps the patient was
scared into being cured and decided
to get well rather than be stuck any
more. It. is declared that the Chinese
doctors are able actually to penetrate
the heart and other vital organs with
their needles without causing death,
and that the process does not cause
any considerable amount of pain.

A large amount of hocus pocus and
superstition is mixed up with Chinese
medicine. Some of the Chinese rem-
edies are undoubtedly of value, but
in most cases they are employed with-
out much reference to their actual
medical effect. For example, ginseng
is widely used, but the roots that are
most highly prized and that are sup-

posed to be the most efficacious are
those that happen to grow with two
prongs to the roots bo as to resemble
more or less the human form. The
meat of black dogs is supposed to be
good for consumptives, and even in
Canton the traveler often sees black
dog carcasses still for sale. Orange
peel is believed to be a very fine
medicine; the peels have such a
market value, in fact, that oranges
are commonly sold with the peel
taken off.

The Mongolian physician, after feel-
ing one pulse, then the other, per-
haps both together, possibly may de-
cide that a little dried grasshopper
is the proper medicine to be used. Cm
the other hand, if the Celestial of the
native school supposes, by the action
of the pulse, that the disease condi-
tion requires some other form of
treatment, the Chinese drug store
near at hand possesses almost every-
thing under the sun as a prescrip-
tion.

Oftentimes the debilitated patient
is said to need a particularly rare and
unusual medicine, as, for examp'e,
some preparation consisting of the
pulverized dry bones of a tiger;
treatment is considered very com-
monplace when the native physician
prescribes only such ordinary things
as dried leaves, roots, stems, dried
flowers, the bark of trees, etc.

The Chinese doctor possesses many
ideas peculiarly his own. There is
much mystery and impresslveness in
his manner of treatment. According
to Mongolian medicine, the Chinese
believes that the human heart is more
likely to become inflamed at noon
during the summer season than at
any other time. Likewise they re-
gard the human ear as suggesting
the condition of the kidneys, while
the mouth and lips Indicate the condi-
tion of the spleen and the stomach.

"Doctor John" Chinaman has
evolved a wonderful system of diag-
nosis that depends on 24 varieties of
pulse, but entirely aside from these
there are 27 other special and minor
varieties that prognosticate death.
One fundamental reason why the
Chinese of today is utterly Ignorant
in knowledge of human anatomy ts
because of the ancient custom of theIyellow man neither to dissect nor to
study the muscles and internal or-
gans of the human body. The basis
of this reluctance to investigate the
human body is in the ancestor wor-
ship which exists.

The Chinese revere the dead to
such an extent that when the demise
of a Chinese occurs he is buried for
three years. At the end of this time
the body is dug up and the bones
placed in a vase. The vase and its
contents are then interred for all fu-
ture time.

POLICE DOGS SHOW
WELL IN TRIALS

W. M. Reed, an American,
Describes Work Done on

Boulevarde dv Midi

"Writing to the American Field from
Brussels, Belgium, Mr. W. M. Reed,
an American, tells of a very interest-
ing demonstration of police dog work
he witnessed on the Boulevarde dv
Midi. It was given in a large en-
closure, and was for "sweet charity's"
sake, a large amount of money being
realized.

"The first exhibition was a leap into
an enclosure and out again. It was
built of strong boards, bolted to-
gether, and the side over which the
dogs were to leap was smooth, and
gave no chance for a "toe hold." Ten,
eleven, twelve and even thirteen feet
were negotiated.

"Outside the dogs had a run of 12
or 16 feet. The inside measurement
of *he enclosure was about 7 by 9,
so ti.e feat will be appreciated.

"Next came the leap over a 10 foot
wide pit, with a wicker barrier at
the end of the leap. Next was the
finding of lost articles, without being
promted. Next the dog was told to
lie down and his master left the en-
closure.

"Boiled blood pudding and fried
liver, broken in small fragments, were
thrown to him, but he would not so
much as look at it.

"Then came the real show. Monsieur
Constance Cloetaure of Brussels ap-
peared clad in a suit of very heavy
toothproof clothing. The material Is
almost half an inch thick and very
strong; he looked very much like a
diver, ready for his subterranean task.

"He walked up to the handler and
commenced to talk to him, and sud-
denly grasped him Instantly the dog
leaped upon him and hung on like a
bulldog. The supposed thug was
armed with a stick, and, though he
used it freely on the dog, he never
let loose until orderer. to do so by
his handler.

"Next he was ordered to guard an
cbject, and, try as he would, the thug
could not get near it. Each time
he came near he was attacked vi-
ciously. Next the dog was taken
away, and the thug hid in a malt
house with an open window, about
two feet square, eight feet from the
ground.
