Such is the statement of Grif-
fiths of Los Angeles. Whipple's pos-
session of the German Handbuch evi-
dently cut no ice. Hallwegen has a
way all his own in playing the open-
ings. He favors the so called “Grass
Valley” (King’'s Flanchetto) defense
because it at once throws his oppo-
nent on his own resources. In the
present game it Is surprising how
quickly black's game crumbles. Those
who think correspondence chess is
apt to be a long drawn out affair have
another guess coming.
