William Henry Allison, first hus-
band of the twice wedded woman, said
Mrs. Rexroat had expected some kind
of a tragedy and had redeposited her
money in bank to the credit of her
three young sons.

YORKTOWN
5 CALLED
MADSHIP

Naval Investigation to Place
Blame for Wholesale De-
sertions

The United States. gunboat Yorktown
leaves man of war row today for the
Mare island navy yard, where the ves-
sel will be drydocked and given a gen-
eral overhauling. It is reported that
the overhauling process will not be
confined to the vessel and that a naval
board will be convened while the gun-
boat is at the yard to investigate the
unusual number of desertions and
punishments that marked the war-
ship’s cruise in southern waters.

The Yorktown, in navy parlance, i8
what is known as a “mad ship.” The
vessel has been in commission only
six months. The crew numbers 175
men. Of these 37 have deserted, 27
have been tried by deck court martial
and 11 by summary court martial. This
by itself is a record that has no par-
allel in the navy in recent years.

What makes the matter more
serious from the department’s point
of view is that many of the de-
serters were first class men. Some
of them were petty officers and all
of them had made good records on
previous cruises. Some of them were
serving their second enlistment. The
majority of the deserters belonged to
the class of young Americans to
whom the department is trying to
make the navy attractive. On board
the ship they say that the only rea<
son the desertion list was not heavier
is the fact that pay day will not bs
until the 5th of next month,

A typical case of desertion was that
of a petty officer who took French
leave at San Diego on the Yorktown's
trip south. When the Yorktown had
left port he reported on board the
Alert. He was sent back to the
Yorktown. Captain Bradshaw, the
commanding officer, recommended the
deserter for a general court martial.
Washington disapproved. He was
given a summary court and fined $77.
He paid ‘the flne and at the first
chance deserted again.
