She carried three engines, each
of 170 horsepower. On the top of her
gas chambers was a platform of alu-
minum alloy, for use as an observa-
tion station and carrying a one
pounder gun. She was the last word
in aerial war craft.

der experts, have been examined., Ar-
gument was closed this morning by
District Attorney Arthur M. Free.

Withers was killed in his cabin in
the Blackbirg valley, 20 miles from
Lick observatory, while he was enter-
taining Lafrenz, then 17 years of age.

Lafrenz was not suspected until
after he was arrested and convicted in
San Francisco on a charge of high-
way robbery. He s then alleged to
have confessed to Jeff Crawford tn
Marin county that he killed a man in
the Mount Hamilton range and that
he got $200 from him. Lafrens was

CONFESSION
DENIED BY
ALK

When confronted by Charles E.
Riley, the Stege teamster, whom he
sald assisted him in disposing of the
body of Rosa Domingo, Said Alf Khan
denied all knowledge of the crime
this morning. He was' questioned by
Distriect Attorney A. B. McKenzie,
Sheriff R. R. Veale and Chief of Po-
llce Arnold of Richmond, but reit-
erated that he knew nothing of the
murder of the girl

He also repudiated his written con-
feasion given to the officers on the
train returning from Calexice and a
verbal statement made on his cap-
ture to G. W. Webb, United States
immigration officer, and Sergeant of
Police R. N. Ruiz of the Richmond
police. Despite the Hindu's denials
the police say they have enough cir-
cumstantial evidence to,con\'l::t him.

HINDU MAKES POOR WITNESS

He is belfeved to have murdered the
girl unaided, but to have had assist-
anée in disposing of the body. The
Hindu made a poor witness at the
police inquisition this morning and
frequently contradicted himself. Then
he would extricate himself from his
difficulty by a general denial.

Charles E. Riley told the police a
story that convinced them of his in-
nocence, He denied that he aided In
the murder or assisted Said Ali to
escape. According to Khan’s written
confession, now in the hands of the
police, Riley was paid $50 by the
Hindu to assist him in throwing the
dead body of the girl into the bay,
The signed confession follows:

SIGNED CONFESSION OF CRIME

“I have spent all the money Riley
gave me in running away from Stege
and for saying nothing of the murder
of Rosa Domingo Riley. I had Riley
write letters for me to Rosa.”

The police stated that as the re-
sult of the inquisition this morning
Sald All lost much of his nerve and
seemed to be worried. They think
that he i{s breaking down under the
strain and will confess the crime in
detall, telling the same story he told
on his capture.

Permission to bury the body of his
daughter which has been lying in
the Richmond morgue for the last
three weeks was asked for by Manuel
Domingo this morning. He will prob-
ably be allowed to hold the funeral
tomorrow, which ®was® postponed in
order to confront Sald Ali with the
girl’'s body. On the arrival of Manuel
Domingo at the jail this morning a
large crowd collected, but there was
no demonstration.

LYNCHING THREATS MADE

Fearing that an attempt would be
made to foreibly take Said Alli Khan
from the hands of the police and
lynch him, following threats that have
been made for several days, District
Attorney A. B. McKenzie of Contra
Costa county met the Hindu on his
arrival at Richmond frem the south
this morning in a high powered tour-
ing car. Said All Khan was closely
guarded by Sergeant R. N. Ruiz, who
effected his capture, and Sheriff R. R.
Veale and others of the police. p
