Into our lungs. We remembered
that we were a little early for
the fireworks. We might as well
go along and take that streetcar
ride of observation and patronage.

We flowed down to Market street
In the stream of merrymakers.

We stood on the corner of Powell
and Market where Ellis comes in

\u25a0 ?a cape of storms tonight. The
current of fun swirled around us.
The electroliers with their mon-
strous gilded flower baskets a-top
ppillingover beads of light made
festival up in the air above.
Farther along Market was a sil-
ver cascade, and beyond it a shop
front that glowed like the coke
ovens in the Tennessee or Vir-
ginia mountains, or like a blast
furnace when they tap the great
reservoirs of molten metal and it
flows out incandescent over the
sand.

We decided against the street-
car. We would walk. We were
early. It was the children's time;
family groups were everywhere
on the sidewalks, children in
arms; one woman selling con-
fetti kept a baby's cab moving as
she cried her wares.
SHOWERS OF CONFETTI

FALL ON ALL SIDES
It isn't well to carry too trust-

ing a heart, too open a counten-
ance into carnival streets. When
you have had all the confetti your
expression will support and you
feel a kind hand at your collar
brushing away the surplus, do
not look around. Maintain your
forward gaze even when a voice
murmurs, "That's too bad." If you
turn your head more confetti will
be added to your much. Another
thing: The reveller with the
laughing, roving eye and the ob-
vious hand in the pocket or out,
filled with confetti, is not half so
dangerous as the individual who
looks- as though bent on keeping
a tryst with time somewhere In
the distance. This seemingly
preoccupied person will come
abreast of you and Jettison con-
fetti like a fountain.

Age, sex, previous condition are
no guides as to who's dangerous
In the carnival streets. I saw
two little girls, dressed exactly
alike, standing, hand In hand,
looking about them with large,
timid eyes. "They're lost," I in-
sisted. I went toward them, all
the mother in me aroused. I
opened my mouth to ask if they
could not find their parents?and
I brought away as much confetti,
as I could hold, more than I
wanted.

A woman in a wheelchair, her
crutches beside her, was being
Fhoved along the street by a de-
voted man. Her laughing face
attracted me. That was the way
to bear pain and disability. I
answered her smile with a smile
?and got it full of confetti. Al-
together the walk down Market
street and back was educational.
I have deduced from my ex-
perlneces some things which I
can really rely upon with cer-
tainty.

If you wish to acquire sufficient
confetti to stuff a mattress, go
on the San Francisco sidewalks
with an open heart, and mind,
and countenance, and look about
you, every man's friend, and every
woman's, as you stroll down the
street at carnival time. If you
are greedy and want enough con-
fetti to set up a mattress factory,
make the same excursion in a
hostile spirit, haughty, drawing
away and asking, "Sir!" When
the confetti, the streamers, or
dusters, come your way. These
two things I know, and in
a world beset with uncertainties,
they are quite a satisfaction to
me.
CARNIVAL VERY LIKE

GLAD MILLENIUM
When you come to think about

it, a carnival is quite like the
mlllenlum?everybody loves ev-
erybody?for the moment any-
how. I have a theory?and this
one is really worth while?that
we shall some day come Into a
larger consciousness, which will
show us that we individuals are
but cells in the body of some vast
and divine being, blood drops that
nourish a mighty existence be-
yond our personal power of com-
prehension. I am aware that some
Frenchman or Russian has pla-
garized my thoughts on this mat-
ter and written a book on the
subject, in which he suggests
that the earth itself is an in-
dividual being and that climate,
land and water represent its
bodily peculiarities and processes.
Probably he and I are both right,

and at such a time as last night
one gets a glimpse of the feel-
ing?what the good, gray poet
called "fluid and attaching" emo-
tion, the actual fusion of human
brotherhood.

You weren't angry at being
jammed in the crowd, you weren't
offended by things that would
have offended the day before
and perhaps would the day after.
For the moment you were shar-
ing your emotions, your personal
consciousness, with those about
you. Even later, when the chil-
dren had all gone home and to
bed, let's hope, and the fun was
faster and more furious, one
could get the Joy of It, find a
flavor in it that no other hour in
the year would bring.

HENRY LANE WILSON SILENT

with that country grew acute, left
Chicago for the east today.

"I will say nothing on either the
Mexican situation or on Mr. Bryan's

attitude," said he before his de-
parture.

ENGLAND BACKING HUERTA
MEXICO CITY, Oct. 23.?1t is gen-

erally accepted that Great Britain's
refusal to follow the policy of the
United States In Mexico is an in-
dorsement of the Huerta administra-
tion by that country. The dictator
intends to hold the reins of power,
and already preparations are being
made for a coup d'etat by which he
will be "legally" elected.

The plan is to have Frederico Gam-
boa, Catholic party's candidate, with-
draw his name at the last moment,
when Huerta's name will be substi-
tuted and he be declared elected.

The constitutional provisions bar-
ring the president from succeeding
himself will be disregarded, the Hu-
ertistas maintaining that the sus-
pension of congress for sedition also
suspended the constitution.

REBELS SURROUND MONTEREY
EL PASO, Tex., Oct. 23.?A message

from across the border today said
the Mexican rebels had surrounded
Monterey. This is the most import-
ant 'city in northern Mexico, and an
assault upon the place is imminent.

FIREWORKS ON SQUARE
In the latter part of the evening

fireworks shot up Into the air above
tho St. Francis, strange figures like
that of Balboa unfolded themselves
In the sky and spread out In a pin
point outline of fire, rockets soared
and sizzed, and red fire flashed on amass of upturned faces. In the bay
the warships had their own outline
of lights from masthead to bow and
stern.

This morning at 10 o'clock all of
San Francisco's police force except
Just enough station keepers, de-
tectives and Chinatown guardians to
watch out for emergencies, will drill
in Van Ness avenue, while Mayor
Rolph and the police commission will
act as a reviewing body.

Weeks ago the shining of stars,
polishing of clubs, cleaning of uni-
forms and brushing of helmets began.
Early this morning or perhaps even
late last night, shoes were shlned.

"FINEST" MAINTAININGNAME
The policemen, veterans and young-

sters, patrolmen and captains, with
D. Augustus White at the head of
them all, are marching and counter-
marching In Van Ness avenue. It is
their annual day of display, and an
appropriate one to fit in with Portola.Everything has to be the "finest," and
White's men want a chance to live
up to their name.

At the same time this morning
other events are starting. Motor
boats are putt-putting around In
China basin In preparation for the
start of the Portola motor boat cham-
pionships, and less speedy launches
are crowded with admiring friends
and racing enthusiasts.

Out at the grounds of the San
Francisco Golf and Country club, In
dignity and comparative solitude,
golf champions of the world are set-
tling down to gain new titles and
gather up much prized trophy cups.
VISIT WARSHIPS IN AFTERNOON

The golf events need not be touched
on further. Golf enthusiasts have
known of this weeks ago, and the
rest of the public wouldn't remember
anyhow. All afternoon will be used
by the golfers, just to show that the
game is the equivalent of a full day's
work.

At 1:30 o'clock this afternoon stairs
will be let down from the warships in
the harbor, so that visitors may
board them and ask questions to their
heart's content from patient Jackies
and gunners. International soccer
football at Golden Gate park stadium
between British Columbia and an all-
California team will also be an after-
noon event.

There will be indoor and outdoor
concerts?the Golden Gate park band
will play in Union square, and Henry
Hadley's symphony orchestra in the
Cort theater.

Daylight fireworks will make the
Intermissions between musical num-
bers In Union square lively. In the
evening there will be another night
fireworks display in the square like
that of last night.

The Hands Around the State Mystic
Shrine band gives a concert and drill
exhibition at Pavilion rink, and next
door the Portola boxing champion-
ships between army and navy fighters
will be fought out in Dreamland.

General illumination throughout
the city and on board the warships,
and the electric fountain display are
also scheduled for the evening.

A water sprinkled kaleidoscope on
the end of a long stick known in day-
light as the Dewey column was last
night's center of attraction. Balboa's
own searchlight which he played from
the famous peak In Darlen when try-
ing to figure out what water barrier
he had run Into unexpectedly was
mounted on the roof of the St. Francis
hotel last night and shot a restless
ray of whiteness down on rosy Chi-
nese lanterns, a quaint barge brightly
contrasting with somber buildings In
the background and a solid dark mass
of moving people.

Union square was San Francisco'sown cosy fireside last night with Mar-
ket street a bright living room for
the family and Its guests to gather
together in.

MARKET STREET "AT HOME"
The mother who asked "where is

my wandering boy tonight" had no
need to be anxloua Anywhere down
town In San Francisco was home.Bright gleaming baakets of fruit
hanging on poles all the way down
Market street lent all sorts of cheer,
even If the fruit was there to be
looked at Instead of eaten. Lighted
entrances to buildings gave hearty
invitations to step in out of the
crowd and the confetti and rest
awhile.

Portola's souvenir bell hung over
Market street at the Kearny crossing.
Countless streamers of light points
outlined the bell, which seemed con-stantly to be turning. In reality lt
was only the lights winking off and
on, but apparently the bell revolved.

For Individual splendor, that bell
ran the electric fountain In Union
square a close race, but the fountain's
surroundings gave it an advantage in
drawing the crowd.

DECLARES HIMSELF

CONCHITA'S SUBJECT
Thus has America amalgamated

an Englishman. With the scene
of the morning my memory will
always associate thoughts of roy-
alty, youth, beauty and dignity
on the part of the principal play-
er in the episode, and of loyalty,
devotion, vigor and Joy on the
part of her multitude of subjects,
one of which, with all respect and
fealty, I declare myself to be.

It seems that I had an unex-
pectedly excellent seat from
which to view the coronation of

San Francisco's lovely queen. It
was engaged for me without my
knowledge some weeks ago. lt
was. In short, my apartment in
the St. Francis hotel, through the
open windows of which I was in-
vited by flourish of trumpets to
pay the homage of my respectful
attention.

I felt, in fact, as do fortunate
holders of passes to a box at a
great theatrical performance,
that the play was given for my
especial benefit; and, lest this
may seem like a Britain's bom-
bast, let me hastily add that I
had two fine reservations on the
"ground floor," where the grand-
stand was, and thus I hope to es-
cape the odium attaching to one
who alts in the seat of the "dead-
head."
