Foley said that
Ritchie had a guarantee of $17,000 for
his bout with Tommy Murphy in San
Francisco and that it would be impos-
sible to arrange a bout between Ritchie
and Britton until some time in Janu-
ary. Foley Itked the Britton-Rltchie
proposition, as he thought such a
match would be a better drawing card
than a bout with Welsh.

"Take on Welch. Dan," said Foley.
"AVelsh is the champion of England;
Britton has defeated every light-
weight he has ever met, Cross In-
cluded, except Packy McFarland. It's
hardly fair to class Packy as a light-
weight, for he is more of a welter
weight than anything else. When
they met here the ringside weights
told the tale.

"Arrange a bout with Welsh. I
think it is a sure thing that Brltton
can whip him," continued Foley.
"Welsh is a fine boxer, but he has not
got the punch, Anyhow, no matter
who wins the bout. Ritchie will
him. Meantime, a bout between Brlt-
ton and Welsh would serve as a fine
attraction, for It would ultimately
lead to a match with Willie."

Against Santa Clara

The New Zealand All-Blacks con-
tinued their winning streak yesterday
by defeating the Santa Clara varsity
team.

Blacks a total score of 462 points in
a dozen games, to only three points
tallied by the opposition. This tre-
mendous total breaks the record of
429 points to 10 against, which was
established by the original All-Blacks
in their first dozen games of the tour
or the world in 1805-1906.

The Santa Clarans showed to ad-
vantage against their more experi-
enced opponents, and the game in the
first half was replete with sensational
and exciting plays. The New Zealand-
ers showed their superiority at hand-
ling the wet ball and dribbled con-
stantly, advancing the ball steadily
and accurately by this method.
