CONCERT FEATURE

The San Francisco Symphony or-
chestra gave its third concert of the
season at the Cort theater yesterday

afternon to a house almost full. The
feature was the appearance of Miss

? Ada Clement, local pianiste. Her
playing of the great "Emperor" con-
certo of Beethoven divided the after-
noon's honors with the first hearing

of Max Regcr's "Romantique" suite.
Miss Clement presented her audi-

ence with an artistic, well rounded
interpretation of the concerto. She
has a nice sense of tone values, a
good, clear technique and a fine qual-
ity of singing tone. Her playing is
always finished and intelligent, and
to this is ;idded a delightfully pleas-
ing personality. Judging from the
floral pieces passed over the foot-
lights at the close. Miss Clement had
many friends and well wishers in the

! audience. The flowers were piled
| high all over the stage and the mem-
| hers of the orchestra were forced to
!help her carry them off.
OVERTURE EI.NE PERFORMANCE

The "Fingal's Cave" overture was
given one of the best performances in
the musical history of the city. As
usual, the wood-wind choir was the
artistic foundation of the orchestra.
The reading of this score was full of
color and dynamic contrasts; one
readily heard the pounding of the
surf in the lonely cavern of the Heb-
rides. Particularly fine was the
splendid execution of all the strings,
i van down to the basses, of the very

difficult presto passage near the end
of the overture.

The sparkling Mozart symphony
was hardly up to the standard of
the overture. The opening movement
was given with great vigor and firm
attack and a big volume of tone, par-
ticularly in the lyric parts. In the
second part both strings and wood-
wind seemed to be lacking in precis-
ion and intonation. In the third
movement the balance swung the
other way and there was a delight-
fully fanciful reading of the famous
minuetto. The finale, typically Mo-
zartian in melodic structure, was
played with irresistible spirit and
swing and got a big hand from the
audience.

The Reger "suite" was the main
course of the program. This ultra-

The Nationals have held two shows
this year, one in San Francisco and
one in San Jose. They haven't in-

creased their following, and it looks
like their little band of fanciers are
in the same place as when they

started. There has ,been nine shows

held under American Kennel club
rules In California this year, with one
more next week in Los Angeles, and

the prospects of a large specialty

show to be held here in December.
Commencing with the large breeds,

Mrs. R. Salmon's St. Bernards, Ch.
Argent of Waterford and Ch. Alta
Shasta have held top position, and in
the great Danes nothing new came out
to stop that grand specimen. W. B.
Crawford's Crawford Thor.

Miss Jean Forgeus gave the Rus-
sian wolfhound owners quite a shock
by bringing out the New York win-
ner, Ch. Lorraine's Zora. Scottish
deerhounds are started again through

the Importing of Mrs. Norwood B.
Smith's Margot of St. Heliers. Point-
ers haven't gone ahead. The best of
the new crop is that typical little dog
of O. L. Meade's, Ad Wolgast. Eng-

lish setters have been headed by Ch.
San Francisco Major. Major started
off by winning the special for best of

his breed at San Francisco under G.
S. Thomas, and under Dr. Charles A.
White he won best in show any breed.
Ch. Lady Dorrie M., in extra good
shape, "came back" and won special

for best bitch at San Francisco, beat-
ing all the youngsters. At Oakland
E W. Jack showed a young hitch bred
by V D. Goodrich that won from
puppy to winners. This bitch is a
very good one, and if nothing hap-
pens to her she will be a hard one
to beat next spring.
HANRAHAN'S SETTERS WINNERS

The winning Irish setters were P.
N Hanrahan's Champion Pat H and
Champion Margaret H. Mr. Hanrahan
brought out a hummer at Oakland in

the pup Jim H, one of the best in
America. He is a good headed dog,

with the best of legs and feet, plenty

of bone, a nice size, good neck.and
shoulders and topped off with a beau-
tiful color. In cocker spaniels Mayor
Rolph's Mission Chief and Mission
stand alone in black dogs, and in
bitches Miss Ethel H. Thompkin's

black bitch Highlights has been doing
the winning. The only new black of
merit to come out this year is Mayor
Rolph's young dog Mission Saxon. He
is a real good one and almost ready
to take his sire's place.

The particolored dog Tim Dempsey,

bred by Sidney-P. Robertson, is about
the best of the new particolors. Mis-
sion flirt took care of the other than
blacks at San Francisco in bitches.
Quite a few young particolor bitches
have been shown, but Denniston Flor-
lzel has taken care of them. Georere
Nieborger showed a new bitch to the
coast fanciers at Santa Rosa, and
when this bitch is shown fit she will
give the particolors a- run for their
money.

With
Champion Brownland Babbie gone,
the reds do not amount to much.
Dachshundes are still behind Cham-
pion Ingerslust Franz'l in dogs, but
in bitches A. J. Molera has cleaned
everything up with Grand Lady and
El Sur Toung Lady.

Mrs. E. F. Brown is the hitrgost

winner in collies, and it looks as
though her kennels will hold the rest
safe for some ttm*.

Mrs. F. M. Fenwick holds the top

hand in English bulldogs, with such

noted winners as Ch. Mackworth
Bertie. Ch. Khartoum and Sensation,
a hard trio to stop in any company.
Airedales brought out three new ones
in Kootenai Firebrand, Soudan
Monarch and Adois Tempest. At San
Francisco Firebrand won first winners,
and Monarch took reserve wtnners
and Adois Tempest beat all the
bitches. We have three more new
Airedales brought to California re-

centiy. They have ail got eastern
reputations, but have not been shown
out here. The interest in Airedales
is keener just at present than any
other breed we have on the coast.

California is noted for its bull ter-
riers, and to prove this we have Ch.
Sound End Sombrero, a San Francisco
bred dog, that was taken to New
York this year and carried off the
highest honors. He stands at the
head of his breed easily enough, and
nothing has been brought out (to
bother him.

FRENCH BULLS FORGE AHEAD

Ch. Willamette Starlight, now 6
years old, is about the best bitch go-
ing the rounds.

French bulldogs have made rapid
strides out here; we own some good
specimens now. and a good word
should be said for the stud dog Pol
Roger, who has sired some very good
youngsters, and did not have the best
of bitches. Ch. Fontaineblue Pierrot
and Ch. Prince Sikdar head the dogs,
but the rivalry in bitches is between
Normandy Jacquette, Vendome Jea-
nette and Cabanne Rogette. Boston
terriers have first one winning and
then another, there is no dog that
stands out clearly from the others, al-
though Yankee Doodle Dick has won
at the principal shows this year, and
Freeman Ford holds the winning
hand in bitches with Arroyo Aigrette
and the San Francisco winner Ruby.
Walter W. Stettheimer still holds
sway in smooth fox terriers and there
is no denying Irving C. Ackerman's
kennel of wire haired fox terriers.

E. D. Conolley's Thorncroft Specula-
tor is the king pin in Irish terrier
dogs and H. M. Papst owns the best
in bitches with Endcliffe Iris. Miss
Alice Hager has broken all records in \
Scotch terriers by importing sucn
corkers as Ch. Tickle 'em Jock, Brunts-
ford Battler. Baughfell Flirt and an-
other good bitch, said to be the best
bitch living, that has just left Eng-
land. There is keen competition in
toy breeds, mostly home bred ones.
Judge Cook started the hall rolling
when he imported the wonderful pome-
ranian Ch. EndclitTe Raven, and the
great little chocolate dog Lustre. Mrs.
L. L. Roos. not to be denied, sent for
the black dog Endcliffe Masterpiece,
and has won the special for best Pom
both times he has been shown, and
once special for best toy in the show.
He is a great shower and was put
down in beautiful condition on both
occasions. Mrs. W. R. Taylor has also
added interest in the breed by import-
ing the sable dog Calabar, a dog that
has done some winningin England.

Comparing tne dogs on the coast
today with what we had about 10
years ago. we haven't made much
progress: in fact, barring bulldogs,
Airedale terriers. Borzois. Boston ter-
riers and Pomeranians, we have tak-
en a step backward. To begin with,
where are the St. Bernards that can
compare with the dogs that the late
Philip C. Meyer owned?dogs like Le
King, Ch. Alta Rachel and Alta Mil-
dred, and Charles Neuman's Ch. Les-
ter C?

And the Great Danes, Blue Beard.
Cunningham's Juanita and Princess
Harlequin. The pointers, Alec C and
Lady Colvin, would have a walkover
with the pointer of today. The set-
ters, Cato Jr., Stylish Sergeant, El-
loree Pera and Mallwyd Bob, would
have things their own way. Alec
Trueman's Irish setters. Mike Swiv-
eler and Lady Swiveler, could heat
our present day Irish setters. When
you think of Ch. Havoc, Princess

Flavia, DufTerln Pastime, Mona IL
Ch. Railette, Plumeria Portia, Hamp-
ton Goldle, Plumeria Cleo, Plumeria
Fancy and cocker spaniels of class,
we have nothing to compare with
them.

Woodeote Wonder, Belle Balsamo,
American Belle, Newmarket Queen
were the headllners In bull terriers
in those days. We had Charles K.

You had to go some in those
days to win a breed special, and
now everybody wants to win best dog
in the show.
