ATTACKED AS INVALID

On the ground that the San Fran-
cisco ordinance of 1909 permit* the

SPRECKELS FAIR
CASE SUBMITTED

Judge Seawell to Decide on
Validity of Subscription

to Exposition

The question whether Rudolph
Spreckels shall pay for the remain-
ing $!7,500 worth of stock in the
Panama-Pacific Exposition company,
for which he subscribed, now rests
with Judge Seawell.

Attorneys F. 8. Brittaln for the ex-
position directorate and O. K. Crush-
ing on behalf of Spreckels completed
their arguments yesterday. The wit-
nesses called were the defendant
Spreckels and members of the fair
company-

Spreckels contends that when he
subscribed for $25,000 in stock it was
contingent upon the passage by con-
gress of a bill giving federal aid to
the fair. He avers the bill was not
passed and therefore his subscription
should be canceled. Meanwhile he
has paid $7,500 and the exposition
directors contend that as $2,500 was
paid after the failure by congress to
pass the measure this action on bis
part acted as a waiver of the orig-
inal conditions.

SUPREME COURT FINDS
DRUIDS IN CONTEMPT

In denying a petition for a write of
review the supreme court yesterday
affirmed charges of contempt against
Godeau, Dezretti, Martinonl and Bahrs
pronounced by Superior Judge Van
Nostrand following their action as the
supreme court of Druids in establish-
ing a grand grove at Los Angeles in
disobedience of Van Nostrand's re-
straining order.
