Several Reasons on How the
Auto Could Be Used in

Time of War

At least, the Ford Times, the fac-
tory Journal of the "great little car."
suggests editorially that if it is fea-
sible to equip warships with flying
machines, it. is much more necessary

to equip them with motor cars." ,
Also it gives a number of good rea-

sons in support of its contention and
points out a number of uses for a
Ford oh warships.

"Why not Fords for the navy?

There s serious talk of equipping
battleships with airships: Why not
equip each ship first with a more
practical auxiliary?a Ford model T?

"It would serve as an ideal meant

"14 could be used for carrying offi-
cers and signalmen from one place to
another during land maneuvers.

"It could be used to transport am-
munition for landing parties of ma-
rines.

"Itcould be used to carry machine
guns from one point to another.

"These and many othei 4 service* the
Ford coula perform in connection
with a man of war mat would make
it invaluable.

"On long voyages, if the room accu-
p'.ed by the assembled car should be
needed, the car could be easily dis-
assembled and stowed away, to be
reassembled in a. few minutes When
wanted by members of the crew.

"In hostile territory in time of war
the Ford would be an invaluable ad-
dition to the ship's complement.

"It's first cost' is -so low. and its
maintenance so economical jt is the
logical car to be the servant of ttx>
go'vernrnent.-* ' ?
