ARTICLE V.
JURISPRUDENCE.

See. 1. The General Assembly

shall pass such laws as may be neces-

and proper, to decide differences

by arbitrators, to be appointed by

the parties who majy choose that sum-
mary mode of adjustment.

See. 2. It shall be the duty of the
General Assembly to pass the neces-
gary laws for the change of venue in
all cases, civil and eriminal, over
which the Circuit Courts have origi-
nal jurisprudence, upon & proper
showing, supported by affidavit, that
» fair and impartial trial cannot be
had in the County where such trial or
prosecution was commenced.

Sec. 8. The General Assembly, at
its first session after the adoption of
this Constitution, shall make provi-
sion to revise, digest and arrange,
under proper heads, the body of our
Jaws, civil and criminal, and form a
penal code, founded upon principles

- of reformation, and have the same

promulgated in such manner as- they
ay direct; and a like revision, di-
gest and promulgation shall be made
within every subsequent period of ten

ears. That justice shall be admin-
istered in a uniform mode of pleading,
without distinetion between law and’
equity, they shall provide for abolish-

ing distinet forms of action, and

for that perpese shall appoint some

‘suitable personar persons, whose duty

it shall be to revise, simplify, and a-
bridge the rules, practice, pleadings
and forms of the eourt now in use in
the State.

ARTICLE VL

EMINENT DOMATI.

Sec. 1. The State shall have con-
current jurisdiction on all rivers bor-
dering on this State, so far as sueh
rivers shall form a common boundery
to this and any other State bounted
by the same; and they, together (with

See. 2. The title to all lands and
other property, which have herete-
fore accrued to this State by grant,
gift, purchase. forfeiture, escheats, or
otherwise, shall vest in ‘the State of
South Carolina the same as though
no change had taken place.

Sec. g The people of the State
are declared t9 possess the ultimate
property in and to all lands within
the jurisdietign of the State; and all
lands, the %itle to which shall fail
from defeet of heirs, shall revert, or

~ eschegt &o the people.

ARTICLE VIL
IMPEACHMENTS.

Bec. 1. The House of Representa- !

tives shall have the sole power of im-

eachment. A vote of two-thirds of
#1l the members elected shall be re-
fuired for an impeachment, and any
officer impeached, shall thereby be
suspended from office until judgment
in the case shall have been pronoun-

Sec. 2. All impeachments shall be
tried by the Senate, and wlen sitting
for that purpose, they shall be under
oath or affirmation, No person shall
e convicted except by vote of two-
thirds of all members elected. When
the Governor is impeached, the Chicf
Justice of the Supreme Couyrt, or the
senior Judge, shall preside, with a
casting vote in all preliminary ques-
tions.

Sec. 3. The Governor and all oth.
er execative and judicial officers shall
be liable to impeachment; but judg-
ment in such cases shall not extend
further than removal from office.—
The persons canvicted shall, never-

Sec. 1. In all elections by the
people the clectors shall vote by bal-
lot.

Sec. 1. Every male citizen of the
United States, of the age of twenty-
one years and upwards, not laboring
under the disabilities named in this
Constitution, without distinction of
race, color, or former condition, who
shall be a resident of this State at
the time of the adoption of the Con-
stitution, or shall thereafter reside in
this State one year, and in the Coun-
ty in which he offers to _vote, sixty
days next preceding any election,
shall be entitled to vote for all off
cers that are now, or hereafter may
be, clected by the people, and upon
all questions submitted to the electors
at any elections; Provided, Thatno
person shall be allowed to vote or|
hold office who is now or hercafter
may be disqualified therefor by the
Constitution of the United States;
until such disqualification shall be re-
moved by the Congress of the Uni-
ted States: Provided further, That
no person, while kept in any alms
house or asylum, or of unsound mind,
or confined in any public prison, shall
be allowed to vote or hold office.

Sec. 3. It shall be the duty of
the General Assembly to provide from
time to time for the registration of |
all electors.

Sec. 4. For the purpose of voting
no person shall be deemed to have
lost his residence by reason of ab-
gence while employed in the scrvice[
of the United Statcs, nor while en-
gaged upon the waters of this State
or the United States, or of the high

ditional poll tax shall be levied by
any municipal corporation.

Sec. 3. The General Assembly
shall provide for an annual tax suf-
ficient to defray the cstimated ex-
penses of the State for each year;
and whenever it shall happen that
such ordinary expenses of the State
for any year shall exceed the ircome
of the State for such year, the Gen-
eral Assembly shall provide for levy-
ing a tax for the ensuing year, suffi-
cient, with other soureces of income,
to pay the defficiency of the preceding
year, together with the estimated ex-
penses of the ensuing year.

Sec. 4. No tax shall be levied ex-
cept in pursuance of a law which
shall distinctly state the object of the
same; to which such tax shall beap-

lied.

Sec. 5. It shall be the duty of the
General Assembly to enact laws for
the exemption from taxation of all
public se hools, colleges and institu-
tions of learning, all charitable insti-
tutions in the nature of asylums for
the infirm, deaf and dumb, blind,
idiotic and indigent persons, all pub-
lic libraries, churches and burying
grounds; but property of aseocintions
and socicties, although not coiected
with charitable objects; shall not be
exempt from State, County or muni-
cipal taxation: Provided, That this
exemption shall not extend beyond
the buildings and premises actually
occupied by such schools, colleges,
institutions of learning, asylums.
churches. burial gro_unf?s. although
connected with charitable objects.

Sec. 6. The Ganeral Assembly
shall provide for the valuation and
assessment of all lands and the im-
provements thereon prior to the as-
sembling of the General Assembly of
1870, and thercafter on every fifth
year.

Sec. 7. For the purpose of defray-
ing extrgordinary expenditures, the
State may contract public debts; but
such debts shall be authorized by lay
for some single object, ta be distinet-
ly specified therein; and no such law

See. 8. The General Assembly
shall never pass any laws that will
deprive any of the citizens of the
rights of suffrage except for treason,
murder robbery, or duelling whereof
the persons shall have been duly tried
and convicted.

See. 9. Presidential electors shall
be elected by the people.

See. 10. In zll elections held by
the people under this Constitution,
the person or persons who shall re.
ceive the highest number of votes,
shall be declared elected.

See. 11. The provisions of this
Constitution concerning teru:s of res-
idence mnecessary to enable certain
persens to hold certain offices therein
mentioned, shall not be held to apply
to officers chosen by the people at
the first ses-sion.

Sec. 12. No person shall be dis-
franchised for felony ar other crime
committed while such person was a
slave.

ARTICLE IX.
FINANCE AND TAXATION,

Sce. 1. The General Assembly
shall provide by law for a uniform
and equal rate of asscssment and tax-
ation, and shall prescribe such regu-

lations as shall secure a just valua-

shall take effect until it shall have
been passed by the vote of two-thirds
of the members of each branchof the
General Assembly, to be recorded by
veas and nays, on the journals of
cach House réspectively; and every
such law shall levy a tax annually to
pay the annual interest on guch debt.

Sec. 8. The corporate authorities
of Counties, townships, school dis-
tricts, citieg, towns, and villagesmay be
vested with power to assess and col-
lect taxes for corporate purposes;
such taxes to be uniform in respeet to
persons and property within the ju-
risdiction of the hody imposing the
same. And the General Assembly

{ shall require that &ll the property,

except that heretofore exerpted with-
in the limits of municipal eorpora-
tions, shall be taxed for the payment
of debts contracted under authority
of law.

See. 9. The General Assembly
shall provide for tne incorporation
and organization of cities and towns,
and shall restriet their powers of tax-
ation, borrowing money, contracting
deuts, and of loaning their credit.

Seer 10. No seript, certificate, or
other evidence of State indebtedness
shall be Jssuad, except for the re-
demption of stock, honds, or other
evidences of indebtedness previously
issued, or for such debts, as nre ex-
pressly authorized in this Corstitu-
ticn.

Sec. 11. An accurate statement of
the reccipts and expenditures of the
public money shall be published with

Sec. 12. No money shall be drawn
from the Treasury, but in pursuance
of appropriation made by law.

See. 13. The fiseal year shall com-
mence on the first day of November
in each year.

Any debt contracted by
the State shall be by loan on State
bonds, of amounts not less than fifty
dollars each, on interest, payable
within twenty years after the final

: ARTICLE—
AMENDMENT * AND REVISION .OF THE
CONSTITUTION.

See. 85. Any amendment or a-
mendments to this Constitation may
be proposed in the Senate or House
of Representatives. If th: same be
agreed to by two-thirds of the mem-
bers elected to each House, such a-
mendment or amendments ;shall be
entered on the journals respectively,
with the yeas and nays taken thereon;
and: the same shall be submitted to
the qualified clectors of the State, at
the mext general elcetion thereafter
for Representatives; and if a majori-
ty of the electors, qualifizd to vote

tion, and before another, ratify the

ARTICLE X.

See. 1. The supervision of public
instruction shall be vested in a State
Superintendent of Educution, who
ghall be elected by the qualified elee-
tors of the State, in such manner
and at such time as the other State
officers are elected; his powers, du-
ties, term of office and compensation
shall be defined by the Geeneral As-
sembly.

Scc. 2. There shall be elected
beinnally, in each County, by the
qualified electors, thereof, one school
comnmissioner; said commissioners to
constitute a board of education, of
which the Siate superintendent shall
by vitue of his office, be chairman;
the powers; duties and compensation
of the members of said borad shall be
determined by law.

Sec. 3. The General Assembly
shall, as soon as practicable after the

Sec. 5. The General Assembly
