THE NURDER WAS
A NAFIA PLOY

Aftor a thorough investigation the
conclusion is drawn that the decapit-
ated victim of the most brutal murder
in the annals of the authracite coal
region, whose headless body was found
in the lonely clump of brush above
Hickory Ridge on the morning of Nov-
ember 9th, was the victim of the dread
Italian organization known as the Ma-
fia

Up to this time the identity of the
murdered man has not been revealed,
although it is believed beyond a doubt
that wera it not for fear, at least a
dozon Italian residents of Natalie and
Shamokin, conld name the man, his
husiness and why the awful crime was
perpetrated.

A view of the head proves conclus-
ively that the dead man was an [t-
alian. His curly, dark brown hair,
the pueculiar features and the clothing
at once established the fact that he
was a native of Saunny Italy. Notwith-
standing these evidences, at least two
prominent Italians have endeavored to
impress it wpon the newspaper wen
that the dead viotim is an Amwmerican.
They told precisely the same story
and both endeavored to create the im-
pression that the man was not an It-
alian. A portion of the right ear of
the victim had been sliced off some
years ago and the mutilation was pro-
bably ons of the many that Italian
orooks or marked victims have of iden-
tifying their enemies. It is firmly be-
lieved that the dead man was killed
by the ‘‘Mafia,”’ a murderous organ-
ization whioh has a large membership
in this country.

If the murdered man was a stranger
in this section, he was probably in-
doced under some business pretext to
visit his at Natalie.

Four men lost their lives in a terri-
ble boiler explosion which occurred at
Redline's saw mill, near Rohrsburg,
Columbia county, about two o’clock
yesterday afternoon.

William Redline, who leaves a wife
and ons child.

Irvin Kline, a single man, who liv-
ed with his mother,on Frank Bogart's
farm, Robrsburg.

Charles Wright, a brother of J. W.
Wright, of Bloomsbuarg, who is suryiv-
ed by a wife and three children,

Elias Ash, of Rohrsburg, aged 58
years. Sorvived by a wife and two
children.

The boiler which exploded was cne
of thirty-five horse power and was
considered in good condition. The
oause of tha explosion is not kunown.
The soddenness aand horror of the
eveut was appalling. The foar men
killed were terribly mangled in the ex
plosion, They were the ounly ones
about the mill in such a position as to
be caught, all others that might have
been about the mill escaping injury.

The explosion was heacd for many
miles aronnd. Bartley Albertson was
working in the woods nearby.  When
the explosion occurred he ran to the
mill. A terrible scene presented it-
self. The boiler, which was of the
portable type, was nearly blown to
atoms, while the mill was little better
than a pile of ruins.

The mill was owned by Benjamin
Redline, father of Willinm Redline,
who was one of the victims, The mill
is located on the timber tract of I. P,
Swmith, situated about two miles above
Rohrsbarg.

Travel across the river on Saturday
and Sonday was the largest in a long
time. The condition of the ice brought
many people to Daaville from the
Northumberland county side, who had
not favored the town with their pres-
ence for a good while. ‘‘The drive-
way compares favorably with a first
class pike road,’’ is the way a farmer
expressed himself concerning the pres-
ent bridge over a hitherto difficult
stream to cross.

Crossing was a pleasare and devoid
of any danger, either to pedestrians or
vehicles on Satorday. Farmers with
heavily loaded wagons could cross on
a trot or gallop as they pleased. Eggs
could have been hauled over lying
loosely in a wagon box, without dang-
er of cracking a shell. As a resalt of

And they
brought lota of produce along with
them and took home many purchases
that they made in the different stores
while here.

They came across in large
numbers to buy household and Christ-
mas sapplies, and see to what extent,
if any, Danville had changed since they
were here last. These people and all
others interested in orossing the river
are hoping that no breakup will occur
in the river at least until after the
holidays.
