RURAL SCHOOLS
GRANT DIPLOMA

County Superintendent C. W. Derr
this spring will inauguorate quite a de-
partare in the rural schools,which in-
volves an examination at the end of
the term aund the granting of diplomas
to those who pass successfally.

Since he has been Uounty Superin-
tendent Mr. Derr has been striving to
make the course of study in the rural
schools as nearly uniform as possible,
although he does not believe in carry-
ing uniformity to an extreme which
would destroy individoality in the
teacher, which he recognizes as u con-
dition only under which the best re-
sults are attained in the svlivol room.

I order to attaiu to something like
uniformity the Illinois Course of
Study, the same as is taken for a
guide in Columbia and Northumber-
land coanties, as far as practicable is
being applied in the schools of Mou-
tour County.

Mr. Derr believes that nothing will
hold the schools down to this idea of
aniformity so effectually as an annual
examination to take place at the end
of the term in which uniform ques-
tions are employed. In addition, by
granting diplomas to those who at-
tain a creditable average he hopes to
place before the pupils an incentive
that will incite them to diligent study
and influence them to remain in school
ontil the completion of the course.

A Phenomenal Iarch Day.

It is certainly a novel experience to
hear people complaining of the heat
in the month of March, not heat that
is only relative, but summer heat and
the genuine article at that with the
thermometers establishing records that
would do credit to the latter part of
June. To add still further to ths an-
omaly while thess condtions prevailed
many of the hydrants about town, froz-
en last winter, had not yet melted out
and less than a week had elapsed since
the ice stopped running on the Susque-
hanoa.

Notwithstanding the heat, the idle
question,*’Is it warm enough for you!"”
was not much indulged in yesterday ;
people were after real information and
as the perspiring individual took off
his hat and mopped his brow he asked
in a tone that betrayed a suggestion of
petulence :

‘‘Say, how hot is it!1?”’ To answer
that question it was only necessary to
take a glance at any of the thermowet-
ers on duty along the street. They
were all working hard. At the Mou-
tour House mercary stood as follows:
5:30 a. m,,46 degrees; at 13 m,, 75 de-
grees; at 2 p. m.,83 degrees. At South
Danville at noon it was 77 degrees; at
2 p. m. it was 83 degrees. At 2:30 p.
m, the thermometer in front of Jacob
Goss' barber shop, Mill street, which
was exposed to the sun, registered 100
The latter was the degree of
heat that pedestrians were exposed to
who had business on the sunny side of
Mill street.

There was very little air stirring
and to measure the full degree of dis-
comfort allowance mast be made for

ESTABLISHING A
CAUGING STATION

Johu O. Hoyt and H. D. Oomstook,
two representatives of the U. B. Geo-
logical Suorvey, were in this oity yes-
terday establishing a gauging station.

These stations are established at
long intervals along the Susquehanna
system. There is one at Binghamton,
another at Wilkesbarre and still anoth-
er at Danville. On the West Branch
the only gauging station is at Will-
iamsport. On the main stream there
is & station at Harrisburg. The object
is to obtain data concerning the vol-
ame and the variation of the current
and velocity, which are embraced in
the annnal report of the U. 8. Geo-
logical Survey. The information thos
imparted is of especial interest to the
general public in these days when
evelry stream is being considered in
covuneotion with its value as a possi-
ble water power.

By means of a corrent meter sunk
in the river the government represent-
atives yesterday determined the veloc-
ity of the stream at the present stage.
The experiment is repeated at different
times during a given period to deter-
mine the velocity of the river at var-
ions heights. The discharge of the
stream as based upon its velooity and
is easily eatimated for the different
seasons of the year.

Under the direction of Messrs. Hoyt
and Oomstock a trough-like contriv-
ance secured by lock and key has been
installed along the upper sidewalk be-
tween the shore and first pier from
which is lowered a plamb line to get
the exaot height of water, which is
taken every day and recorded, being
turned in to the U. S. Geological Sur-
vey at regolar intorvals.

Edward F. Boll, engineer at the
Water Works, is the looal representa-
tive of the Geological Survey, who
has charge of the gauging station. He
was in charge of the station here be-
fore the bridge went away and carried
out instructions very faithfully, tak-
ing the height of the river daily.
When the bridge was carried away the
apparatus, which was attached to the
lower sidewalk, was destroyed, so that
the records during the past year are
necessurily incomplete.

Inspection of Company F.

The annual inspection of Company
¥, Twelfth Regiment, N. G. P., took
place in the Armory last night and was
conducted by Major Clark, of Will-
iamsport. Major F. P. Fremont, of
the Regular Army was also present.

Major Fremont’s presence lent ad-
ditional interest to the inspeotion.
He is the son of General J. G. Fre-
mont, whose untiring explorations and
brilliant military career made him
famous the world over. Major Fre-
mont, who is a man or middle life, is
himself a soldier of distinotion and
has rounded out 28 years in the United
States Army.

His business last night was not to
take any aotive part in the inspection,
but merely to make out an independ-
ent report and forward it to head-
quarters. 71'he government desires to
know what degree of efficiency exists
in the National Guard and which of
the various companies of any one regi-
ment are the best prepared and could
render efficient service if called upon
immediately to quell a labor trouble.

Major Fremont stated that the Na-
tional Guard of Pennsylvania is very
highly esteamed by the government as
a factor in preserving peace. At pres-
ent the Pennsylvania guard is having
hard lines, and is likely not to show
up exceedingly well this spring owing
to the new tactics recently adopted
and the entirely new principle involv-
ed in drill, He foresees better days for
the Guard when the new armory bill
becomes a law. He even hopes to see
the day when the Guardsmen will be
paid for attending drill. At present
many sacrifices are exacted of the
mewmbers of the National Guard.

Compauny F was subject to a very
rigid inspection last night. There was
a good attendance, forty-four includ-
ing officers being present. As to the
resalt of the inspection, of coarse,
pothing will be known until after the
inspeactors report is tarned in to the
government.
