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TWELVE YEARS IN
PENITENTIARY

David Barrett, who pleaded guilty
to the charge of aseault and battery
with intent to rob and aseauolt and
battery with intent to kill in connec-
tion with the daring hold-up at the
hotel of W. H. N. Walker on the night
of July 8rd, was Tuoesday afternoon
sentenced by Judge Staples to twelve
years, imprisonment in the Eastern
Penitentiary.

I¢ wes evidently more than he ex-
pected. Daoring court his demesnor
has not been that of one who felt the
least touch of remorse or realized to
any extent the position he was in.
Even his aged mother, in her deep
griet an objuct of pity to everyone
else, seemed to affect him little, if at
all.

About 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon
Barrett was cal!led before the bar. Be-
fore i Judge ples fal
ly explained the sitoation and if Bar-
rett was in the least discerning from
he very first he must have noticed
from the Judge's manner and his tone
that there was very little hope for
clemenoy.

The Ootrt reminded him of the
grave natare of his offense and how
pear it came to being marder. Allad-
ing to the fact that he had been guilty
of a similar offense before and had
been sentenced to a long term of im-
prisonment, Judge Staples frankly told
bim that he was unable to understand
his composition that past experience
should avail so little and that he should
torn right around and resome a career
of orime. He alluded to the fact that
kin ihat he had

kind iriends beiieving
been punished sofficiently and hopiog
thas he woald begin a new life had
interceded iv his behalf and secured
his pardon when a little over foor
years had been served in the peniten-
tiary.

In the light of what had oocorred
Judge Staples told him it was clear
that imprisonment would not work
his reform. It was necessary, low-
ever,that he should be imprisoned,for
s0 long as he wus at la e the com-
munity was in danger. Inasmuoh as
this was the second conviction under
the ll' the Court could double the

prosecution,a fine of ten dollars to the
Oommonwealth for the nse of Montour
county and andergo imprisonment in
separate and solitary confinement at
labor in the Eastern Penitentiary at
Philadelphia for a period of twelve
yaurs dattng from yesterday. In con-
n the Court told Barrett he coold
easily have given him twenty

pronounced and he fully realized what
all it implied Barrett fairly stagger-
ed. For the irst time he seemed to be
visibly affected. Pale as n ghost he
made his way up to the bar and plead-
ingly asked some questicn rlating to
the time spent in jail. Verv sternly
the Judge 1eplicd bat the iuformation
obsaived evideuily affor.ded him little
oounsolation.

The attorueys were also notified that
they are expeated to beon hand when
needed and not to keep the court wait-
ing while they attend to other busi-
ness.  As a result of all this by noon
the second case was on, the eentence
following conviction in the first case
was imposed and other business was
disposed of.

The first case attached was that of
Commonwealth ve. William Myers,Sr.,
William Myers, Jr., Anna Myers and
| Thomns Jamis.  This was a cross ac-
tiou juvolving the charge of assanlt
anl battery the other party to the
contention being Edward Burk, son of
Patrick Burk. By agreement of coun-
sel the abuve cases were submitted to
one jary, the verdict to be the same
as it each case was tried separately.
H. M. Hinckley and Thomas O. Welsh
appnared for Bark and E. 3. Gearhart
as private couusel was associated with
the district attornev.

The affair oat of which
grew took place on last New Year's
eve. Mre. William Myers, her son
William and her father, Thomas James
were walking up Bloom street. When
opposite the Grove Oharch William
Myers, Jr., in celebration of New
Year discharged his pistol loaded with
a blank ocartridge. Myers and his
mother allege that the pistol was dis-
oharged into the gutter but Edward
Burk, who was passing, swora that it

tha onse

was fired at his feet and that at the
same time the remark was made:
“*Shoot at that thing.'’ Passing on

for some distance he retarned and ask-
ed yooug Myers what he had said. It
was here the trouble began. Mrs.
Myers corroborated by her son and her
father, testified that Bark choked her
and her father. Burk declared that
the revolver was held in front of his
face, and denied the choking. Later
Mrs. Myers, her son and her father
wers joined by William Myers, Sr.,
and proceeding to their home on Rail-
road street east of the Borough accord-
ing to their testimony they were met
by Burk,who renewed the altercation,
strikivg Thomas James over the head
with a pale or picket, which he tore
from the fence knocking James down ;
Burk also, it was alleged, struck Wil-
liam Myers over the head twice,where
opon the two men clinched and fell to
the ground,where they were parted by
Patrick Bark, who emerged from his
hoase, which is adjoining or near the
Myers home. The pale broken in two
by the force of the blow was produced
in Oourt as evidence.

Burk in defense declared that it was
ouly by a coincidence that he reached
home just as William Myers and wife,
son and father-in-law arrived; that
he foond them standing there waiting
for him, the men with their coats off,
whioch Mrs. Myers was holding. Burk
swore that the Myers contingent them-
selves opened the quarrel, striking
him over the head with the pale,after
whioh they ‘‘jumped him."’

The witnesses were Aunnie Myers,
Thomas James, William Myers, Sr.,
and William Myers, Ji.

Edward Burk himself was placed on
the stand. Other witness3s who testifi-
ed in bis behalt were: Catherine
Buark, Oatherine McDonald, and Pat-
rick Burk.

The case occupied but little over an
hoar and a half. Hon. H. M. Hinck-
ley and K. 8. Gearhart, who weunt to
the jory for their respective sides,
were restricted to 15 minutes. The
whole case largely resolved 1tself into
a question of veracity amoug the wit-
nesses and the charge of the Court was
brief and to the point. The juory re-
tired about 11 o’clock,

The twelve men retarned at 11.45
o’clock. Ewdard Burk was found
guilty of assault and battery on Thom-
as James and Aonie Myers. In the
case of the Commonwealth ve. Wil-
William Myers, Jr.,
Annie Myers and Thomas James the
jary found in each case the defendants
not guilty, placing the vosts upon the
prosecutor, Patrick Burk.

Edward Bark was called before the
bar and apprised of the jury’s verdict.
The sent-nce of the Coort was that
Burk for each case in which he was
found guilty pay the costs of prosecu-
tion, a fine of ten dollars or to give
secarity for the paymeut of the same
within ten days and to stand commit-
ted until the sentence 1s complied
with.

William Bingham, who pleaded
guilty to a charge of larceny, was call-
od before the Coart. In reply to a
question from Judge Staples he said
he was 59 years of age. Sentence was
suepended until further order of Court,
Bingham being given until next term
to pay costs,

The oase of John Seitz and Ralph
Hahn weas taken up shortly after 11
o'clock. The charge was one of as-
sisting prisoners to break jai). Oar
readers are generally pretty familiar
with the circumstances of the case.

John Sees, fellow prisoner, was plac-
ed upon the stand. His testimony was
sa ially a rep

ot the state is good news.

he said at the hearing before Justice

Oglesby. He related the circumstance
of parties ontside the jail visiting the
prisoners and of overhearing the con-
versation at the back window. He was
sure that one of the parties was known
as Saitz and the other as ‘‘ Toughy."”’
George Urossley was the next wit-
ness. He was in jail at the time the
attempt to escape was made. He
identified the saws and frame used in
sawing the bars. They were handed
in the rear window ; he said, by John
Seitz, whom he identified as one of
the defendants. The saws were receiv-
ed, he said, by Elmer Halderman,who
stood in the cellland extended a broom
across the corridor to the open wind-
ow, ontside of which{Seitz was stand-
ing. Seitz reaching in between the
bars placed the saws upon the broom,
atter which they were noiselessly

was not yet quitejdark,
recognized Seitz.

Officer John Grier Voris was called
to the stand. He has known both de-
fendants since their infancy. After
the arrest he asked;Ralph Hahkn how
long he had been known as ‘* Toughy’’
and he replied: ‘‘Oh ten years or
more. "’

Sheriff Maiers described the attempt
to break jail and identified the saws
and frame

Evan R. Evaus, a th enif:lu?-
ed at James Lake's repair shop, iden-
tified the saw frame as one which he
made during July or Augast.

James Lake, proprietor of the shop,
also 1dentified the saw frame, which,
he said, had been ordered by John
Seitz who was accompanied to the
shop by Ralph Hahn—that the eaw
was paid for by Ssitz and was deliver
ed to him. This was some two or three
weeks before the attempt was made to
break iail

Ralph Hahn was called to the stand.
He denied that he had ordered the saw
or that he ever knew that one was
ordered. He denied that he was near
the jail on the wight of September 16,
1905, when the saws were passed 1n
through the window, but endeavored
to establish the fact that he was in
Bloomsburg and Espy at the time.

John Seitz was the next witness.
He did not deny that he had ordered
the saw of Lake, received the same
and paid for it. Hahn, however, he
declared, had nothing to do with the
transaction, a'thoogh he accompanied
Seitz both when the saw was ordered
and when it was delivered. To con-
ceal the transaction from Haun, Seitz
alleged that on leaving the repair shop
he adroitly hid the saw frame uonder
his coat. Saitz also declared that he
himself was innovent of assisting the
prisoners to escape, but that he had
caused the saw frame to be maunufact-
ured at the instaoce of another, a
stranger whom he met at the Nail
Works spring and who patd him two
dollars for the part he played. He did
not know for what purpose the saw
frame was veeded.  Neither conld he
describe the stranger at whose in-
stance he had the saw frame made.
Edward 8. Gearhart represented
Hahp. Seitz being without an attor-
vey the Gourt appointed Major O. P.
Gearhart to defend him.
The Qouri’s charge
ground very follv and was clear and
impartial. Aocording to the evidence,
Judge Staples said he did not think
the defendants could he brought in
goilty onder the first and second
onunts,but only under the third, which
charged them with ‘‘furnishing instru.
ments to prisoners for the purpose of
aiding them to escape.’’ The jury re-
tired at 3:30 o’clock aud at the ad-
journment of court was still out.

The next case attached was that of
Oommonwealth ve. Francis Woll, the
charge being ‘‘Receiving stolen
goods.’’ The prosecutor is the Read-
ing Iron Company, whioh was repre-
sented by James Soarlet. Hon. Fred
Ikeler appeared for the defendant.
Soperintendent Hecht of the Mon-
tonr Department of the Reading Iron
Works, was the first witness. He iden-
tified fish plate offered in evidence as
those belonging to a switch or section
of track torn up at the Danville Roll-
ing Mill and belonging to the Read-
ing Iron Company.

Henry Mintzer, track foreman, was
the next witness. He assisted in tear-
iog ap the track at the Danville Roll-
ing Mill and said the fish plite miss-
ing were placed on a pile. He identifi-
ed those 1n court as the ones used in
the track that had been removed.
Emery Heimbach, a repairsman on
the P. & R. track, also identified the
fish plate.

E. L. Simmers, P. & R. Policeman,
testified as to finding the fish plate on
Mra. Woll’s premises, hidden under a
pile of other iron in-an old barn,whioch
was kept locked. W. A, Persley, an-
other P. & R. Offizer, testified to the
same effect,as did also Ohief-of-Police
Mi yer, who ied the P.
& R. Officers on the search.

Elizabeth Woll, mother of the de-
fendant, upon whose premises the fish
plate were found, was called to the
stand. She herself did not use the
stable. She could not say who owned
the jonk, found in the shop. The wag-
on kept inside belonged tu her son.
Fred Woll,brother of the defendant,
who boarded with his mother, did not
know to whom the junk belonged.
Benjamin Miller,junk dealer, testifi-
6d that prior to a year ago he purohas-
ed a stock of junk from Francis Woll,
which was kept in the old barn. This,
however, he carted away. Mr. Ikeler’'s
contention was that the defendant was
not the owner of the juuk.

TUESDAY’S PROCFEDINGS.

The term of Uourt,which all thought
would oocapy the entire week,is praod
tically over. When Court convenes
at 9 o'clock this morming, it will be
merely to receive the verdict of the
jury in the case of Commonwealth va.
Elmer Halderman,which was still oas
on adjournment last evening and to
traneact eome other husiness oarried
over from yesterday. At half past 8
o'cloock yesterday when the last oase
went on trial the Court discharged all
the jurors except those engaged. The
civil cases have all been oontinued.
This has been rendered npecessary,
Judge Staples explaining,by reason of
the fact that William Kase West, Eeq.,
who is interested in all the civil cases
except one, is confined to his home by
illness with no prospect of being able
to attend Oourt during the presens
week.

Oourt convened Tuesday morning
at 9 o'clock and business moved on at
the same rapid puce that characterized
Monday’s proceedings. The two jaries
which retired on Monday were each
ready with a verdict.

In the case of Commonwealth vs.
Francis Woll a verdict of guilty on
the second count was returned, bu$
the def Was r d to the
meroy of the court. In the above cuse
a motion for arrest in judgment and a
new trial was granted returnable as
the next term of Qourt.

In the case of the Commonwealth
ve. John Seitz and Ralph Hahn, the
jury found John Seitz guilty on the
third count of the indiotmen#, which
related to fornishing instruments to
prisoners for the purpose of aiding
them to escape. Ralph Hahn was ao-
quitted.

In the case of Seitz the Cours pro-
nounced the following sentence: That
John Seitz pay the costs of prosecu-
tion in the case, a fine of tin dollars
to the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania, for the use of the county of
Montouor and that he undergo imprison
ment in the Eastern Peniteutiary in
the Uity of Philadelphia at aeparate
and solitary confinement at labor for
a period of two years to be computed
from yesterday and to stand commis-
ted until the sentence is complied
with.

The indictment against John Sees,
in which the charge was marder, wae
quashed on motion of Edward V. Am-
erman, attorney for Sees. Mr. Am-
erman contanded that the indictmens
was illegal in that Mrs. Sees, wife of
the defendant, had been pormitted to
testify before the grand jury and that
in the eyes of the law the wife in sach
oases proves an incompetent witness.
The District Attorney resiated the
motion, explaining that the wife had
been ocalled to testify before the Grand
Jury contrary to his connsel and thas
he had prepared asecond bill in whioh
the wife's testimony was eliminated
and which the grand jury the same
week retarned as a true bill. The firas
indictment the District Attorney ask-
ed the Coort to quash.

The Court took the view that inas-
much as the second indictment was re-
turned by the same grand jury as the
first, that if one was irregularly ob-
tained (which seemed to be admitted)
the other also was, as the impression
made opon the minds of the Grand
Jurors by the wife's testimony when
the first bill was presented necessarily
lingered and had its effect when the
second bill was acted upon. The Cours
therefore, granted Mr. Amerman's
motion and declared the indiotment
quashed. An order, however, was made
by the OCourt holding John Sees in
oustody until the District Attorney
has an opportunity to present another
indictment.

David Barrett, who with Elmer
Halderman was indicted for assauls
and battery with intent to rob and as-
sault and battery with intent to kill,
ocommitted at W. H. N. Walker's ho-
tel on the 3rd of July last, pleaded
guilty. The case therefore went
on trial with Halderman alone as de-
fendant. He was rep d by Thom-
as O. Welsh, Esq.

All the circumstances attending this
case have been fully aired in these
colatane. The task that devolved up-
on the C wealth was to blish
the identity of Barrett’s accomplioe
on the night of the attack as Elmer
Halderman, the defendant. The fol-
lowing witnesses were called by the
Commonwealth: W. H. N. Walker,
Richard McCormick,Clarence Ephlin,
Arthur Walker, Samuel Haas, George
Orossley and Officer Jcho Grier Voris,
The most of the witneses thought they
saw a resemblance between the man
who accompanied Barrett and Elmer
Halderman, the defendant. There was,
however, an absence of direct testi-
mony.

The defendant relied upon an alibi
to establish his innocence. Being oall-
ed upon the stand he desoribed in de-
tail his movements on the night of
July 8rd. He spent the time he said,

cupied some twenty winutes and on
