The Indians In Destitute Con-
ditiom.

Cueyense, Sept. 1.—The Indian
commission have heen engaged
here to-day perfecting o plan of
separation upon which to proceed
on arrival at the agencies. They
will leave to-morrow morning.

A courier, who left the camp of
Generals Crook and Terry on the
20th ultimo, at the mouth of Pow-
der river, arrived at Fort Fettor-
man last night. The Command
was then on a trail which is esti-
mated at 10,000 ponies. The eamp
fires indicate that there are seven
distinet bands, There is reason
to believe that the Indians are
almost destitute of food, and the
trails left in deserted camps indi-
cate that they are reduced 10 the
extremity of using raw hides for
food, Al the Snake allies have
gone home, the Crows remaining.
General Crook fully expects to
strike Sitting Bull in a few days.
