and jjirls, with heads covered
with beautiful hair. The church
was still worse. The 'loor was cov-

ered with bodjesquite un-

covered. 1 never ill any
thing so fearful. (here were
three thousand bodies in the
churchyard and cliurch. We were
obliged to hold tobacco to our
