#i to the proper quantity to be used,
One-quarter of the bulk of feed In bran
1o three-quarters of corn meal may be
taken a8 & good general rule, to be var-
led according to circumstances, For
working-horses fed on cut-feed, this
roportidn will also be found to be near-
y right. For horses dolng fast work,
osts fed whole are of course the best
possible feed. In winter, for driving
horses, about one quarter the welght
of the feed may be good sound corn,
mixad with the oats. Where bran ls
cheap, and It usaally is so In the West,
it will be found a valuable adjunct for
dairy cows In the winter, In connection
with corn meal. These will be found
a8 among the most valuable of any used,
in preportion to the cost, for making
wilk In winter, That there §s no long-
or doubt s to the value of corn, or s
manufactured product, corn meal, as
among the very best of the materials
elther for fattening or for animals at
work, we have the evidence of most re-
spectable authorities both at home and
abroad, Feoders In all our large stables
agree now pretty generally as to the
value of ladian corn, either In the grain
or ground. Feeders now generally
agree upon this; and especially for
working steck. Nevertheless we ahould
not lose sight of the value of bran. It
should find a place in every stable,
whether the stable contalns fattening
stock, workers or young things belog
rulsed for future usefulness,

To Make Hexs Lay.—Put two or
more quaris of water In a kettle, and
one large pepper, or two small ones,
then put the kettle over the fire. When
the water bolls, stir id coarse Indian
meal until you have a thick mush. Let
it cook an hour or so; feed hot, Horse-
radish chopped fine and stirred into
mush as prepared in the above direc:
tions, and for results we are getting
results weare getting from five to ten
eggs per day, whereas previous to fead-
Ing, we had not had eggs for a long
time= We hear a good deal of com-
plaints from other people abont getting
eggs. Tosuch wewould warmly recoin-
mend cooked feed, fed hot. Boiled
apple sking, seasoned with red pepper,
or bolled potatoes, reasoned with horse-
radlsh, are good for feed, much better
than uncooked fpod. Corn, when fed
to the hen by itself has a tendency to
fatten rather than produce the more
profitable egg laylng. A #poonful of
sulphur, stirred with Lheir feet oceasion-
ally, will rid them of vermin and tone
up their system. It is especially good
for young ohlckens or turkeys. Out of
a flock of ten hatched last November
we have lost but one. They have been
fed with cooked food mostly, and are
growing finely.

eep fowls at a profit, and this Is what
ne did: With his own hands he built
s moderate sized hennery which im-
proved his mechanical ability, purchas-
ed & small number or fowis and took
oare of them while attending school and
doing hls proportion of the “‘chores.”
In about & year and & half he cleared,
after paying for everything his fowls
consumed, $140, and yet he spent no

It takes the sun’s light about elght
minutes and u quarter to reasch the
earth, and we do oot see the sun until
about eight mioutes after it has risen,
while we see it apparently above the
horlzon for the same time sufter sunset,
If we Imagine ourselves transported to
Neptune, the most distant planet of the
aystem, we shall tind that it takea light
four hours and ten minutes to traverse
the gpace latervening between the sun
and this plapet. Therefore this long
period must elapse between the real and
apparent sunrise on this far-away mem-
ber of the family. As the sun on the
bonndary of his domain only gives out
4 thousandth part of the heat and light
we enjoy, it is not probably that the
rush of emigrants to Neptune will be
very great, at least of beings constitut-
ed like those on this planet, But it
gives an Idéa of the nmazing extent of
the solur system, when it i known that
it takes light, moving with a velocity of
over 185,000 miles per second, more
than four hours to reach It extreme
verge. This, too, is but half the breadth
of planetary space as known at present;
the light would require over eight
hours to reach the orbit of Neptune,

New Channel of the Danube.—~The new
channel by which the watera of the
Danube are brought within a short dis-
tance of YVienna is nearly nine and one
half miles in length, It conslsts of two
parts, viz.: The minor channel, which,
in ordinary times, will receive all the
wuters of the river, I8 240 metres wide
and 3 to 4.00 metres deep; the other,
which is intended to provide against
floods, 1s 615 metres wide and 2 metres

A Counterfelter's Story.

Lodged in the Newark jail are two
notorious counterfeiters who have float-
ed more “‘queer’ money and given the
authorities more trouble within the last
ten years than all the other counterfeit-
ers combived, These same two gentle-
men have romantic histories that en-
gage the attention of the publie, and
would no doubt win a few sympathlz-
Ing words from the press were the latter
not conscious that it is always the hab-
itof guch dangerous criminals to beguile
and touch the eoft side of the pub-
lic with just such tales, Churles Ul-
rich, one of the knights of “spurious
plates,*” told his story In the United
States Commissioners office, and In
brief it 1s as follows: Born in Prussia,
ul the age of fourteen he was appren-
ticed to an engraver and became very
skillful at the business, a fact that hnn-
dreds of thousands of our citizens have
no reason to doubt, To avoid a draft he
went to England and subsequently came
to Newark where heand sixteen otherg
were Induced by a British oflicer to take
service 1 the Crimea. Ulrich was
drafted in the famous Light Brigade,
and was one of the gallant slx hundred
who mnde the historic charge at Balak-
lavi, e deséribed hlg feellngs when
the brigade dashed at the Russian lines,
He said he was carried away with ex-
cltement, as were his fellows, and he
did not think of danger. He was struck
on the head with & musket by a Russian
soldier, His sknll wus crushed, his
glde was pierced by a bayonet, and he
he was left for dead on the battlefleld,
where he lay helpless for thirty-six
hours, He was then carrled off by the
English troops and placed In & hospital,
ITe recovered, and was sent to England,
In gupport of the above assertion he ex-
hibits scars on his head aud body, Af-
ter a short residence in England he re-
turned to Newark and fell In with Jim
Colvert, s partner of Cole, (whols un-
der arrest with Ulrleh), and Colvert fn-
duced him to engrave a vignette, net
telling him for what purpose it was to
be used. By his trick, he sald, Cole
got bim In his power, and he wae
foroed to engrave many plates for., At
one time they Issued $60,000 in $0 bank
potes and at another $300,000 in $50
ware shipped to Hamburg, Germany,
Theso notes, he sald, were given by
brokers in Germany to emigrants who

were comiug to this vountry, and on
thelr arrival the emigrants passed the
noten for rallrond fare. In this way
the Unlted States officers discovered

that counterfelt $50 notes were being
circulated in Europe.

Diraruexia a¥p Bap Mik.— Diph-
theris prevalled as an epidemic in cer-
tain northerly districts of London In
May and June, 1877, There were 264
cases and thirty -eight deaths, The
origin of the outbreak has been care-
fully considered by Mr, W, H. Power,
and he has establlshed the fact that
the cause was not sewer gas, but milk
supplied by one dealer, Furthermore,
there was no possibility that the milk
was humanly infected either by water
used to dilute It, or to wash the vessels
into which it was poured, by any
known contamination of the &ir, or by
milkers with disensed throats, Mr.
PPower Is therefore convinced that the
milk a8 It came from the cows wns 80
Infected that It contalued diphtheritio
contagion. In other words, u diseased
condition of the cow brought on diph-
therls, just as cow pox brings on vac-
cinla. The detalls of the process of
Inquiry Instituted shows very clearly
the justice of his concluslons, though It
does not appear how the cows were
affected, or that they appeared to suf-
fer at all. T'he general result la very
Important, however, egince It proves
that diphtheria may be spread by 1m-
pure milk, just as scarlet fever and ty-
phold fever have been,

Tworog cheese is, in fact, nothing more
than hard pressed curd, In the north-
western and southern governments of
the empire it is often made from sheep’s
milk, and In Besearabin, a superior
quality is made from the whole milk is
prepared, which possesses far belter
Keeping properties than the ordinary
sort, and wnich 1s exported in consider-
able quantities to Wallachia, Moldavia,
and even to Austria,
